Thero are 194,760 puptls in the publlie
gchools of New York., Durnine the past
o1ghit days of incessant rain this vast army
of young children win kept out on the
publio strects every morning until 440
o'olock waiting for the hall doors to open,
This ik in ncoordance with sehaol law,
but at varinnce with benlth, renson, hn.
manity and justice. Theso schouls were
butlt far the children: they belong to the
children; if there were no elnldren they
would not be maintamed and the ccenpn.
