The morning was somewhat Chilly! and
the little onea. with blight face, and clean
clothes, were huddled up eloie to the eat
In group,, and showed every Indication that
the cold morning atr had a telllncr effect on
them.

An EvBRtKo World reporter paaaed by tho
school at 8 o'clock thla morning, and thero
weie by actual count fifty little sirls stnuiU
Ins In front of tho Utrls' Department, wait-I-ns

for the door, to open.
Home had como aa early as 7.30 o'clock,

and they all seemed to feel the effects of
lone waiting.

At the entrance to the Primary Depart-
ment twenty little tots, ranging In ate from
five to eight yeari, were gronped together,
and as the minutes flew by their number
was increased.

The entire atreet from Hlxth Avenne down
to.tievenlh was crowded with boys, who bad
come early. They were playing several
games, occasionally glancing at the school
to see if tho doors had oponed.

ALL RIOHT IN KICK WEATHER.
"We don't mind standing out heie In nice

weather, "chorused three bright little girls
In answer to the reporter's qnestlon.

"We can't get Into the school until It la
open, which ia after B o'clock. We like to
got hero early if we come late wo get a bad
mark.

In May and June wo like getting up earlr
and coming to achoolearly, but since school
oponed this month the weather was bad.
We had to stand in the tain until the doors
wero open and we all got wet.

On the minute of 8:15 o'clock Janitor
Itlauvelt made his appearance at the rosin
entrance ana ewnng open tho big doors.and
tho crowd of two hundred girls rushed in
ana made for their classrooms.

Then Janitor Illativelt opened the doors la
tho boys' department, but tho lada did not
outer. One boy with an armful of books,'
told the reporter that none of the boys were
allowod to cntor until f.no, notwithstand-
ing the fact that the doors wero open at 8. IB
o'clock.
