Judge Moore Refuses a Commission Id

Lunacy for Young Mcllialne.

ImpnnelllnB a Jury Dentin Story of
Ills Awful Crime.

The trial of Chariot McIIvaine, the mur-

derer of Qrocer Christian V, I.uca was
beforo Judiro Mooro In tho Kings

County Court of Hessions this mornlns.
Tho details of tho revolting crimo which

tlili young tongh committed in tho dead of
night were loo horrible to hare yot escaped
the publlo mind.

Mollvaino was committing burglary when
ho took Clrocer I.nca'a life. Ho wltn two
companions, Murty Dineen and Thomas
Qulnlaii, had planned tho robbery long be-

fore. McIIvaine. though only nlnoleen
years old. was tho leading spirit of the trio,
who found thcinsolrrs in front of Luca's
proccry store, corner of Jay and High
streets, Ilrooklyn, at 11 o'clock on the
morning of Aug. as. Ihbii.

The night was warm and the open win-

dows of tho grocer's npsrtmetits over his
store could bo plainly seen. Mcllvaino's
companions watched. They saw him scalo
the fence and mount a short laddor. K

moment later he disappeared In the grocer's
dining-room- - ,

Minutes passed, and suddenly the dreadful
cry of "Murder! Murder!" "1'olleel"
"Help!" rang out. Tho trembling toughs
Inthestroet wailed long enough to hoar a

crash of window glass, and see tho form of
Grocer Luca fall half way over tho sill with
bleeding stab wounds all over his breast.

Then a lithe, slim form leans through the
window and dashes down the street into the
arms of 1'ollccman Kennedy. Tho bloody
knife was yet In his hand, and Luca'a life,
blood stained his clothes.

The burglar had amused I.ucs, Tho lat-t-

sprang lor lho Intruder, and Mollvalne
thrust a long knife time and time again Into
the quivering flesh or the grocer. The tat-
ter's wife came to his rescue. Hhe wonld
have stopped the young tough from escap-
ing, but ha cried out:

''Stand aside, or I will kill you aa I havo
killed your husband."

Then followed the escape and subsequent
arrest.

Thn people cried out with one voice for
spcodyjusllce. .Mcllvaluo was early brought
to trial. He had a clever lawyer,
Curtis, to dofend him. but he waa convicted
and suutenced to die.

His lawyer carried the caso from court to
eourt.luntll finally thn Court or Appeals
granted a new trial on a techulcalitv.

Meanwhile Mollvalne had shown his brut.
Ish instinct lu manv wave. Twice he tried
to kill himself, but before making those at-
tempts bad lain in wait, hoping to catch
somemwary Jailer oil his guard aud kill
him.

Murty Dineen died recently of consnmp.
tinn. (JulnlaniSHtllliuJali.

The saooud trial bogan yesterday, but
I.awer Ambrose L. I'urdy delayed the pro-
ceedings by opening tire on Judgo Mooro
with a puzzling objection.

He declared that bis client was an Imbe-
cile, aud therefore could not defend himself.
He suggested that a commistiou be ap-
pointed to eisinmo Mollvalne aa to his
sanity.

Judge Monro adjourned conrt until this
morning to think over the mutter.

Mollvalne appeared uuonneornod and cool
yesterday. Ihat he was Interested in the
surroundings was evidenced by the way In
whioh his shsrp, black eyas shot glances
from one race to another whllo the argu-
ment was going on.

There were no appearanrea of insanity
about him. Ho is stouter ami looks bettor
than on hla previous trial, aud he was neatly
dressed.

Judge Moore arrived in conrt promptly,
and opened proceedings by denying the mo-
tion of Lawyer Purely for the appointment
or a commission to examine Into Mollvainu's
sanity.

"Then I demand. "said Mr.I'urdy.rislng,
"that a Jury he Impanelled to determino as
to my clients sanity,"' Also denied. said Judge Moore,

Mr. I'urdy took exceptions to both rnllngs.
'Ihe work of selecting a Jury was then

begun. Kdward Merrill, a carriage maker,
of 4 Kostraud avenue, waa chosen as the
tlrst.

Peter O. Van Horn, a produce dealer, of
8U Clermont aveuue, took the next chair.

He was appointed guardian of his four
children, who had been awarded 1U1.000
aa their mother's share of tho Robert Staf-
ford estate

lie owned a flno country resldenco at
llookvlllo, I,. I., where ho waa living when
ha was brought to this city for treatment lu
a hospital.

While stopping at an uptown hotel hero
his of the daughters of
Robert Stafford, introduced him to a hand-
some woman then known as Mrs, llenshol.
