He waa Colonel of the famons Heventli

Cedar Mountain, llappahanock Ktatlnn.
Thoroughfare flap, Antletam. Chantllly
aud Honth Mountain.

He was made Brigadier Oeneral for hla
gallant aervlces, and in February last Con.
gresa incrraicd hla pension to 8100 a
month. Hlnoo the war he served aa Police
Commissioner in thla city.

In May, 1887. he was atrlcken with
piralysl. and since then he had been con-

fined to his house, able only to use one hand
and font.

A seoond stroke of paralysla two months
ago further disabled him.

He felt tbe end coming last night, appar-
ently, fi r he bade farewell to aeveral friend
who called on him. lie did not rest well
during tho night, and his devoted wife raw
at daylight this morning that the end waa
nigh.

It came at P, 41 a. m.. wlwfe she had her
arms about him and hla daughter sat weep-

ing by his bedside.

Tho eleventh ball.11 reunited the same, and
then, after a long dlicussion, tbe "atrong
recommendation tn mercy" brought Jnror
Connolly around, ana on the twelfth ballot
all voted forcomicilon.

Ilia two who
believed Mclltatne in. aue were Connelly
and Cornelius llolton, a stationer in the
Twenty-aiitl- i Ward.

Foremsu Deere declined y to discuss
jury room secrets, and declared that he did
nut know what "mercy" meant lu a mur-
der verdict. He did ssr.after much consid-
eration, that If asaed he would sign a peti-
tion to the Governor tor a commutation of
Mcllvalne s sentence to one of life imprison-
ment.

It is said that this promise to sign such a
Million by hla eleven cotleagnea was what
brought lluilder Connelly to an agreement.
