" I am surprised at tho statements made In
the letter as printed In tho newspapers. T he
letter meai.s that lor some icasoii. probably
the feet tbat the additional Congressman
would bo a Iemnoiat. tho census nfliclsui
will not count the Inhabitants of Now York.

Tt is not a matter of favor or kindness on
the part of the census otiiclals which ue de-
mand, but It is a matter of right.

The ptoploof New York I'lly pay at least
