With this proposed arrangement the

teachers appear to bo satisfied, although it
is by no means settled that thW scalo retire- -
aenlsajiist compensation for their sorvlcos.

Teachers In tho dsy schools receive on an
avernge much moro than this. It is univer-
sally conceded that tho work In tho night
schools la much mora arduous and dllllcult.

Thoro la also much criticism of the favor-
itism thst is alleged to bo shown to teachers
in the ovenlug high schools, as compared
with thoso in tho ordinary evonlng schools.

All tho salaries, as a rule are higher lu
tbe former, tho principals being paid sala-
ries averaging SB.fiO per night, and the
other teachers more In proportion.

The difficulties of managing an evening
blgh school aro fow compared with thoso
against which tho principal of the ordinary
night school must contend, yot, tn spite of
this faet, and the much greater Importance
to the oily nf the work In the latter schools,
the salaries of their teachers are cut down
to the imallest possible, margin.

In the greater number of instances it is
found that the women toachcrs are much
superior in ability to the mon, and yet they
nre paid much less, and this is another sub-
ject for criticism In the present system of
scaling salaries.

There aro now too teachors In the night
schools, which have an avcrago attendance
of innro than ''', 000 pupils, and Is every
year becoming a more and more Important
factor In the educational interests of this
city.
