Asa Waterman, tho n manager of
tbo Lyceum Thoatre In Williamsburg, was
placed on trial before Jndgea Moore, McMahon
and Conruddy, In the Kings County Court ot
Srsslonp, this morning, for tho murder of
Peter Doran, a latner, April 19 last, at Leonard
aud Mescrole streots.

Waterman, Ireqnontty escorted
Mrs. Doran home Irom the Lyceum Theatre,
and she exhibited such affection for him tbat It
was rumored tuat thoy were living on unduly
Intimate terms.
