Whenever
thcro oro particularly Rood times, Jny
Gould's friends say ho caused that state of
things, too.

Men admlro htm and fear him, and tho
story of his money-mnkli- Is moro mar-
vellous thim the tnlo of Aladdin and his
vondcrful lamp.

In lKJfi Jay Gould was born at Ptrntton's
r.ill, Delaware Count, N. Y. Ills father
was John 1). (,'ciuld, who Kept a small pxo--c

cry on one cornerof his farm. Jny milked
tho cows, hoed corn, made hay, took euro of
t lip plffs and did chore".

Jny hnd n slim clianco for getting an edu-

cation. He went part of the jcar to a llttlo
farmers' school near bj, and learned what
ho could before he was sixteen j ears old.
Then he got a place us clerk in Squire Burn-ham- 's

vurlety Hore, about two miles from
"lho Falls." While he vens clerking hero
bo showed his first uptness for making
dliarp bnrgalus. Ho heard that tho Squire

aa anxious to buy a pleco of land up near
Albany. Jay had a littlu money taed up,
and ho took a day off, ran up to Albany,
and with his savings as a dtpoMt got tho
refusal of tho land.

When tho Squlro went up to buy tho laud
he found that he'd have to buy it of his
clerk, and Jay chargod him n llttlo moro
than ho hnd agreed pay tho owner for It.

When the Squire paid him for tho land bo
took out his profits and settled with tho
owner.

Ho quarrelled with tho Squire about that
sharp business and had to look for another
job. Ho got it helping a curve) or who
was survejlng tho lauds up on the CatsMU
Mountains around Stratton's Fulls. Jay
went ahead making arrangements for tho

' I survcjlng and learning to survey as ho
, I went. Ho wns quick at figures anyway,
I and had learned all ho could about geom- -

II dry, ond ho learned to silrvey very fast.
II Ho would stop at a farm-hous- o for a bed
II or a meal and tho boss would pay for it

mark " on the side of the house,

I A noon mark was a sort of dial on which

I the sun would sbino during the noon hour,
thus telling the good farmer's wlfo when to
blow the dinner horn culling the farm hands
up out of the fields.

m Jny with his instrument made n noon
mark on tho porch, and got 75 cents for it
40 cents and his dinner.

That was tho first money outsldo of his
H wages that Jay Gould cer earned. It was
H only about tlilrty-fl- v e j ears ago, and y

he bus moro money (ban Husscll Sage,
H Andrew Carnegie and Austin Corbln put

H Tho surveyor was getting the facts to- -

H aether for a hlstorj of Delaware Count),

and Jny Gould bought him out on that, too.
and wrolo tho history himself.

The maps that ho had made while sur-
veying ho had printed in tho book, and ho
coaxed ovorybody in Delaware County to
buy a copy.

He mado money ontof It all for himself,
and that was his first real start In life.
Now he ban just refused an offer of $50,000
and 40 per cent, of tho profits from a man
who wnnts him to write up a book about
his own cxporlcnces.

" No man ought to bo a failure," says
Jay Gould. " If he is tliero Is something
rotten behind him, cither a post or an an-

cestor."
Tliero was no "rotten ancestor" behind

Jny Gould, for ho tells In his " History of
Delaware County and Border Wars of New
York, containing a History of tho Late
Anti-Ke- Difficulties," an incident that
showed that his father was a brave, deter-

mined man.
Tho neighbors refused to pay their rents

to n monopoly that had gotten control of
all tho lands. Old Mr. Gould didn't agree
with them, und Insisted on pa)lne his rent.
Whereupon his neighbors disguised them-seh-

ns Indians, visited Mr. Gould's
houto and called him out. They stood
around him in a circle, each witti a gun
pointed directly at Mr. Gould's head.

Hut the firm, old man told them without
a lllnch that ho believed thoy wero w rong,
und that so far as ho was concerned he
should do as lie liked.

T he guns were loworcd and the mado-u-p

" Indians " went away.
Hut Jay, In his history, went on to say

that it wits wrong for tho Government to let
one man or set of men own such vast tracts
of land, as it might evontually gUo tbo
owner vast influence, not only over his
poor tenants, but would in tlmo establish a
moneyed aristocracy that would " give tho
capitalists tho reins of weal or woo
to republicanism, and tho high hopes
centred upon it, by tho an-

nihilation ot that social, moral
and political freedom, guaranteed and es-

tablished by tho Declaration of Independ-
ence which had como from tho old Con-
gress Hall in Philadelphia, with the unani-
mous acquiescence of that venerablo body,
and had been given to the world, a marked
epoch In her history and certain omen of
future good."

Tlint was when Jay Gould was a poor
young man, struggling with fortune. To-

day ho owns the Western Union Telegraph,
monopolizing tho telegraph business of half
the Union ; is tho owner of the Manhattan
Elevated Railroad, monopolizing the busi-

ness of carrjlng passengers quickly from
one end of Manhattan Island to tho other;
owns Immenso railroads and a cablo across
the Atlantic Ocean.

And lie says nowadays that monopolies
aro not at all dangerous to American free-

dom, but aro great blessings to the people.
Jay Gould sa)s every boy can succeed in

life If ho will, and certainly every boy has
ns much chanco at tho beginning as Jay
Gould had.

While Jay Gould had worked In Squire
Burnham's store bis mind bad been active,
and ho invented a mouse-tra- p I

Now, having saved something out of his
history businoss, Jay went about the
country peddling his mouse-trap- s and
clocks.

Ho was a splendid drummer, and while
in rcnns)lvanla, selling clocks and traps,
a leather tanner, named Loup, who wanted
u partner, was struck by Jny Gould's way
of driving a sale, and he asked him to be
come his partner In tho tannery.

Jay went in, putting in his savings. He
went at it with a w 111. Up to that time the
tanner had been obliged to sell his tanned
leather to wholesale dealers in New York
and Philadelphia, they in turn getting a
profit out of selling tho leather to tho shoe
and harness makers.

Jay Gould cut tho wholesalers off, and
visited the cities, calling on all the dealers
in person, and selling leather direct to
them at a price. larger than tbo wholesalers
used to pay Loup, but smaller than the
shoemakers used to pay the wholesalers.

Three jears afterwards Gould bought out
his partner, so that ho could be " Master "
himself, moved tho business to New York,
and was soon doing a splendid business.
A big leather merchant liked Jay Gould
and took him homo to board with him.
Jay liked the merchant's daughter and
married her. Loup committed suicide.

The merchant bad some- shares in a rail-
road which was losing money very fast, and
wantod to bell them. He asked Jay to get
rldot tho shares. Jay took them, Waited
tho railroad, and concluded to buy the
shares himself at the market price, which
was cry low. Ho bought enough othor
shares to make moro than halt of all the
sharcb in tho road.

He was Master!
Then ho went to seo the owners of an-

other and bigger railroad, and sold his i oor
llttlo old road for two or tbreo times what
it cost him !

That wns Jay Gould's first railroad trans-
action. Since those dnja ho has owned
more than half and been Master of a hun-

dred railroads.
Ho opened business in Wnll street with

Henry N, Smith and a .Mr. Martin for
partners. Gould got richer and richer.
Mnrtin was sent to a lunatic asylum, and
Smith lives on money glen hlmbyhlswlfu.

Not many men could perform tho lm- -

menso business that Jny Gould mnnnges so I

enslly nnd keep their health and their brain
clear,

Tho secret of Jay Gould's immense suc-

cess In getting riches seems to bo his faith
In himself and his Iron will and determina-
tion to bo master of every enterprise ho

undertakes, and 1.1s skill in managing a
business when ho becomes Its master.

Mr. Gould la a small, nervous man, with
a full brown beard. Ho looks like a man
who is not very well. Ho llcs lit the
gloomy brown-iton- o houo nt tho northeast
corner of Fifth avenue and Korty-sovetit- h

street, with his son, Eddlo Gould, and Ills
daughters, Nellie nnd Anno. Mrs. Gould
died two years ago.

Next door, on Forty-sevent- h street, lhcs
Georgo Gould, the eldest sou, who bids fair
to bo ns great n business man as tho father.

Jay Gould has a fcloo.OOO home, with
tilO.OOO worth of greenhouses, etublcs nnd
tho like, overlooking the Hudson nt In lug-to-

Ho has also a fine )acht, and In Summer
spends his tlmo In play on his )ucht, in
Kurupe or at his country home.
