LOPPT SENTENCED TO DEATH.

To Die in tho Ohair at Sine Sing
in tho Woek of Jan. 12 Next.

Jlnrlln D. Loppy, who stabbed bis wife to
dentil m their room at U'Ji Chrystle slreet, on
the morning of July 4 last, was sentenced by
lteoorder Smith ay to die In the electrical
chair st Hlng Sing, In tho week whloh begins
on Jan. 12, lHUL

Loppy 11 a diminutive specimen of humanity,
wttn a singularly reuulilro face. He has a
doep Indentation mcr me right eye, tho mark
uf an old wound received In the navy During
the war. Ills oysn aro ainall iiud drooping,
and a small, weak mouth Is curtained by a
biir drnoirlng moustache.

He Is an arrant coivant, inl Ills knee shook
under him as ho apnroaohed the bar fur sen-
tence. Ills thin, colorless handa clutcned the
rail, and m anawr t the customary Intero-gattu- g

from Chief Olerk Hparks, "What have
you to say why lb senicnue or death should
not he rronounced t" lie replied In a trembling
voice inauulble ten rest array:
"I am not guilty,"
Lawyer lleluzelmaa made the nsual notloe

for a new trial, which was denied, and then
tile grim Hroarder pronoiiuced tho sentnuce.

I.oTy hud quarrelled ireiiuently with his
wife. July s he left his house at 10.J0lntho
morning. He w.is gone u Hiurl tlmi,rrturnBi,
and tneu niter a moment caiuo out uf his room
aud said to neighbors:

" .Mr wiio hssooromlttcd suicide."
He ecourto I tnem to the room nnd there lay

the wife on the floor, with alx st it wounds In
her body. There waa Mood spattered on
Loppy'a bosom, and ho wai arrested.

Too defense at the trial was tnat Mrs. Loppy
committed euittde, but the evidence waa that
the fatal wound was made rrom behind, pass-
ing through the baos and under side of tho
arm and Into the body, calling the heart In
twain.

Alter two hours' deliberation a verdict nf
murder In tho nr degree was broujht in by
the Jurr on Tapdav.
