A salt trblctt li attracting rrnicb attention,
which la on the calendar at presoot and liable
to be called up at any moment, is the one
brought by tbe I'lnkuey estate to recover
fS, COO rrom the New York Baseball Club for tbe
rent ot the old Polo Grounds for tbo past two
years.

The
New York Uateball Club were compelled to
vacate the premises and President Day natur-
ally considered tbe lease as cancelltd.

Tbe counsel for the Plnkney estate taken an
entirely different view ot the subject, claiming
that a street cannot be declared open mitll 11

la graded and plated In condition for the use
of the public; and tbat when a sticet lain
tucb a condition that It cannot be used either
by pedestrttns or vehicles, it Is not open by
any means. Thu case trill doubtless provo

to tho public, owing to the many
differences of octolon of lawyers not employed
on the case who have been spoken to upon the
subject.
