Flat robberies in Harlem have boen numerons
of late. Every day for weeks complaluts have
been made 10 the pollee by peopls whose
apartments have been enptered dJduring thelr
absence and plundered of jeweiry ond every-
thiag of value. The acteclives were led Lo the
conclusion that all the robberies were the work
of one pardeslar gang of crooks. Tney
optalned descriptions of the inepo, bul the
fellows did \helr work cautiously mud managea
1o ejude the pol.ce.
