The attention
of the Dominion Government has been
drawn by the Swedish Consul atiSathurst,
N. U.. to a foul murder which he believes
to have been committed. Tbe vlotim was a
young Bwedish sailor named Williams, who
deserted from his ship at Dalhousin. The
local authorities have shown no disposition
to investigate. The Consul draws attention
to the fact that Williams, alter desertiug.
put up at tho house of one I'eltie. who kept
a notorious i eudevous where criminals of
the worst character congregated. VYhilo in
the house of retries be wax one uight
dragged from his bed and beaten into a
state or iuseusibility. Regaining oonscinus-nei- s.

lie mansged to escape from the home,
but wan followed by tbe ruffians, who again
attacked him, bis Dltlous appeals for mcrcv
arousing the neighborhood.

OBSTRUCTED BT GURUS FIELD.

Manhattan College Flans a Million
Dollar Homo at Irvington.

Neighbor Field Going to Law to
Keep Ills Domnln front Invasion.

It Is pleasant news to tho friends and patrons
ot Manhattan College that plans are nearly
perfected for tho erection of new nnd costly
college buildings, with suiplo accommodations
for a thousand students, lu ono ol tne beami-
est ana most picturo-qu- o lccatlous la the
vicinity of New York at Irvington on tho
Iludson.

Rev. Dr. James, acting fur the Order of
Christian Brothers, founders aud tnalnteiiants
of the college, has purchased n tract o! alxty-fiv- e

acre of land at Irvington, known as tho
John Jacob Astnr estate. The tract haa a
frontage ot 3,000 leet on the lludaon and of
1,400 feet on Broadway. Tho price psld for
the property Is (160,000, and it is proposed to
expend tl,000,tXJO In constructing the college
buildings.

On the property stands the famous chateau of
M Catteuat, the building of which wrecked that
Frenchman's fortune about fony ears ago.

A complication In the convevaucn of this
property, howevor, bna already arisen, willed
may result In oxpenslve litigation before the
new college becomes established.

About eight years ago Cyrus W. Field became
the owner of this property. He afterwards
sold It to John Jacob Astor, who used the at

mansion as a bummer residence dnring
his life. In tbe deed to Mr. Astor a restriction
wsb made, covering forty-fiv- e acres of tbe
tract, prohibiting the erection upon it ot sev-

eral kinds of structures regarded as obnoxious
by the g abutters, such as manufac-
tories, breweries, distilleries, livery stables,
beer gsrdeus and schools

Mr. Field does not want any noisy school-
boys within sound of his premises, aud lie pro-

poses to contest the righto! Father James to
erect a college there. He has already

copies of the restrictive deeds to tne
Christian Brothers, with nitlto that it is his
purpose to en force the prohibition.

Faiher James, however, who bus ha I exten-
sive experience In Hie i nlldlng ot schools and
colleges lor his Order, declares his Intention of
oarrj ing out hla ulans to tne letter. Tnere arc
twenty acres of his purchase on which tnere Is
no restriction, and ihla area, he says. Is smile
for tne proposed buildings, leaving forty-fiv- e

acres for a campus, recreation u rounds, iwell-In-

for the Faculty, Ac, Ac. Tne unre-
stricted tract has a froutauc of 450 feet on
Drosi'wsy, directly opioslte Mr. Field's prop-
erty, and here the new college liulldlnus. If
forced to be erected on these limits, will trout
directly on thes'reet,

Ills death la hourly

by the surgeons In charge, and when
these facts were reported to Justice O'llellly
tho old father waa remanded to await tbe re-

sult of the son's Injuries.

seared face and blue eyes. Ho was tolly uwarc
otitic seriousness ot bis position, and his lips
trembled as he told The Kvf.mnh Woklp re-

porter this version ot the row:
"Tho two of 'cm, Tommy and Jimmy, (both

his sons,) had been drinking bard all day yes-

terday, and came to my bouse Isst night lu a
lighting mood. They called me and the mother
hard names, and wanted to clean the place
ont.

" 1 quieted them for a while, and then they
asked me to go for Deer. They had their fill,

and I refused, when Jimmy made a Jab at my
eye with hla umbrella. I dodged It, and he
whacked me over tbe bead.

"ibere was a club In the corner, and I
reached lor It, I knocked Tommy down the
Srst crack, and i aimed another blow at Jimmy,
nhlch ho dodged. and hla mother got It Instead.
We stored Jim out Into tne street thou, and
there yon havo all I know about it.

I'm goln' to suffer for somebody's bad
work, for If Jlmmv had a cut lu tho aide he
got It before he came to my house. I never
u.ed a knlfu on htin."

Tne old lather was led away, followed by a
gill of twenty jcare, who was

weeping in a heartbroken way. she was an
unmarried daughter, who lire at home, but
she would say nothing a .out the sad affair.

Policeman Parker answered the woman's
calls, anil rang for an ambulance which took
the sufferer to Rosevelt Hospital, where they
ordered him to Bellevue. Tne wounded mm
charged his father with atabblng him, und
Policeman Parker arrested the old man and
took hun to BOUnK.HosBIIU for Identifica-
tion.

It was tben after midnight, and Yonng
Gray, badly wouuded as lie was, tald bltteny:

"Yea, I know who stabbed tne very wen.
It was my father, aud there he stands," point-
ing to the aged purtnt, whose grimy face paled
in ilio half light of tue sick cham ir. .

Old Gray protested bis tnuucencl, but his
son coudy turned bis back upon nla sire ana
sank Into dumber.

lion, but the white population, which
a protesting against the arrogant
manner in which Lieut.-Uo- Jtoyal is
administering the public affairs of the coun-
try. Tho I.ieuteiiant-Uovonio- r of the Ter-
ritories, unlike tbe chief executivo of tho
other provinces uf the Dominion, is a little
monarch iu himself, a despot who at will
dismiesos his conncillois when thoy refuse
longer In asaist him in carrying out his arbi-
trary rule.

Tho Legislative Assembly has just refused
to vote tho Governor and his Council money

Hie story of tte ruin aud downfall of Los

Curtis.
Everybody In tbe Fourth Ward knows Los

Curtis. Ho was born there forty years ago,

and has been Identified with lis hlitory
social, political and otherwise ever since be
was able tn roll logs with the politicians. Uls
political career dales back a quarter of n
ctntury.

Little Is known of "Old Man" Curtis, as the
father ot the Ibrrs Curtis boys.

Curtis has u habit of saving "I'm a deaa
toss, I'm a dead loss." The words are always
uu nls lips, aud he applies them whether he
gets tho worst of a bargain or not; hence he
became kuonnas Los Curtis, and the name
has stuck to him.

Very few except, perhaps, those who knew
him In his yonin, aro aware that his parents
bestowed upon nlm the name of John. Go
down to tht I'ounn Ward, where every man,
woman and child knowa blm, and ask for John
Curtis, and you will be told that a man named
Los Curtis lives at 4 James street; but John
Curtis? why, they never heard of him.

In the old dsys In "the bloody" Fourth, " when
nearly all Its Inhabitants gained more or less
distinction In police circles, Los Curtis was
quietly engaged in familiarizing himself with
politics and politicians.

"No, he never made a criminal record,"
said a detective "The only tronble I
ever knew Lob to be In was when he shot at a
man twenty yesrs ago, but he didn't kill him,
Once or twice later on he ran foul ot tbe
authorities, bnt It never amounted to much.
He always came out of the scrapea he was In
with flying colors, as I said, but when Anally
the Hoard of Health went after blm and
downed him, that broke his heart and aet him
to drinking.

For yesrs Los Curtis waa proprietor of tbe
notorious resort called 'Tne Four Lions,"
and was among the Iroqocnters or Ihe place
snd other familiars kuosrn as "The Jig," at
S North William atreet. It was sdlvo In more
than one sense of the word, sccordlng to tho
police reports. It waa located In a damp,
dark, dinar cellar aud uaed as a drlnkiug
placo and lodglng-houa- e by tha characters who
did their best to nphol i the nsme and fame ot
"the blooiy Fourtn,"

Curtis frrqucn'ly came In collision with the
police, but always mansged to retain his
license.

Wnat the police failed to aocompllsh In
years the Board of Health succeeded In doing
at one swoop, " In Cunl.'s own word. They
declared his place a nuisance, and closed It
op, thus removing one ol tne oldest ana best
known landmarks of the slums.

Daring the years that he mansged "The
Four Lions" Los laid by many "honest
dollars" seventy-nv- o thousand ol them, it Is
ssld.

Ue began spending a great deal of money
after his forced retirement from business a
yesr ago. Whiskey and the races did the rest,
and y he is penniless. Il ta estimated
that curtia lost SJO.OCXI on the races alone
within ten tnontns.
