A large guaotity of mait overieaped the iron
guard on the sione wall of the New York Cen-
tral depressed tracks 1o the grand rumble
andl 2overed the exireme east track for an
hour.

pFortanately, no one is reported to have heen
Kklilei in the secldent, shough It ia known that
the Company’s sIX wagons that atood hensath
the bollding were tue banking piaces of
tramps.  According to Follceman John R
Powers, who waa putrolling his post s block
awiy ut the time, the vicinity was deserted,

e dull sotnd of falling bricks on the atreet
folluwing by thi crusbhing of timuer anu the
aoging of tons of malt attracted his attentlon,
Al e o4t no Mme (o reaching the bullding.

The wirest wis one mountain ol malt, bricks
aod bossds, snd the blg telegraph pole in
front of the cavedlu bulldiog, on wlhich were
swilig devenly wires, wan oprooted und carried
datgling several feet away by the lminense
volutie of wialt that Kept pouring out of the
bk dige

foliceinan Powers rushed breatnlessly over
ot Last Fliwy-trst sireet station.house and
thp e pollcemen were senl back with nim o
e seone of the accldent.  They found several
mwen gezlig at the ruins.

Liy tLia e Walchmian Carl Hilker, who bad
peen in ap upper story of the mali-house &
lulf=-nonr belore, exeitedly scorried arounnd the
peightiorhood and awukened several hands.

M, K. €. Schaeler, & member of \he Urm,
who lived nesr by at Madison avenue, Wi
potiaod, aud afer viewiog the wrocked malt-
house, Lurried off for . house-mover 1o prop
up the stunding portiou of the buildiog.
