Hioce Krullsh has lived ia Bohemiaville—
abput six weoke—he snod Crospa had baen
much in each oller's compmny. They were
about the settiement drinking together Chrint-
mas.  Friday nignt they met ngain, snd after
weveral drinks became quarrelssme.

About B o'vlock they agresd together to Nght
ont their (ifferences, sund repairing to the
wouods near by had s oght, in which It appears
that Kralish hit the man, who, whHe & wuch
Iwrger mon than hineell, was too druak 1o help
himueeif, and he fell lnto the anow stuuned.

Krollah then covercd the face of the fallen
man with his hat and procecded 1o cot off his
right ear. Theu he severed o finger from his
right hand,

The slght of bicod frenzied him, and with bls
teavy pocketknife he prog:ded to cubt the
man'a throa!, and not matlsfied with this
slpbbed him I the abdomen.

The murderer, who 18 a shor!, thieknet man,
at once repaired to the house of Consiaule
Hilsak mid told the oMcsr that he had wur-
dered amyn, and as evidecoe give the cops
stable the man's foger and car,
