An alarm was Immediately sent out, snd
when the firemen reached tbe accne of the
wrecked building groans aud pitiful cries
readied their care.

A great crowd bad collected snd wero trying
to get Into the building. Several were shout-
ing them back

When Kirs Chief Fisher arrived he lost no
time In sending out the calls for five ambu-
lances.

Then the Bremen went to work to extricate
tbe injured men from the mountain of debris
toat held them down.

A ladder waa run up against the Twenty-nint- h

street side of tbe building, which above
the third atory was nothing but the collapsed
remnants of the roof and walla.

Ambulances from Bellevue, Itoosevtlt, New
York and HL Vincent's Hosnttala came dashing
up, and tbe wooaded men who were taken out
of tbe building were transferred to tnem.

Fifteen injured men were transferred In
three ambulances to Uellevae Hospital only a
few blocks away where tbe surgeons were kept
busy dressing the wounded.

The news soon spresd like wild nre all over
tbe neighborhood that tbe big red building bad
oollapsed, and soon the squad of policemen
from CapU Ityan'a precinct were busy keeping
back the crowd that constantly increased.

lhe firemen and other workmen employed
on the building worked for half an hour and
succeeded in getting out all tbe wounded men

At one time it was thought that two men had
been completely burled In the ruins, and the
fireman made another aearcb, but without re-

sult.
Toe list of missing ones was compared with

the wounded men, and all were accounted for.
At tlellevne Hospital a dozen surgeons were

kepi busy bandaging and dressing tbe injured
men.

Itwss found that the Injuries sustained were
principally the result of the bricks and other
material falling on tbe men, while others wero
hemmed in, receiving lacerations of the body.

At 8 o'clock llapt. of Buildings Brady, accom-
panied by bis Chief Clerk Shields and District
Inspector Crawford, visited the collapsed
bolldlog and made a superficial examination
of the wreck.

The case in which Justice Van Brunt ren-
dered Ibis decision was that of Thomas Wynue,
w bo was arrested InDoLacy'i pool-roo- at 6

Barclay street.
The matter came np before Judge Msrtlne In

tbe General besslons. 'lhe policeman who ar-

retted Wynne was the principal witness
against nlm. lie went Into tne pool-roo- but
saw no one but Wynne. Ue said be wantsd to
bet. Wynne refused, saying It waa against
iheiiw, but sdded that he lntenood going to
the track and that if the officer dldnt mind be
would bet bis money there.

Tne officer assented aud Wynne gave blm a
reoelpt for his money. Tnls receipt plainly
said that 'he money waa to be bet at tbe track.
Tne officer ttetirjed trial Wynne bad refused to
bet with htm, sud that be bad given bis money
to be taken to the track.

Upon this evidence Liwerllowe moved for
an aoqulttaL Judge Alanine denied the mo-
tion, saying llist the action of the defendant
was a trick or device or subterfuge to evade
the law.
