At tbe time of the tr.al in Bangor Bevel
came down from Boston and was Stain's
most intimate friend and supporter. Bevel
s tbe only member of the infamous gang
wbo is now enjoying his liberty. Bevel said
tolnr, Woiit.n correspondent that tbe gang
talked over the scheme aa to bow tbey had
better proceed to Maine, and tbey finally
agreed to get the little mare Flora owned
by Amos Pbipps. of Holliston, which was
shipped to Bangor, Me. Provisions were
brought for tho horse and Dave and Crom-

well satisfied tbelr hungeron board tbe Star
of the Eaat by eating crackers and cheese.

In continuing his statement. Bevel said
that Btain told him that thoy met with a big
surprise on the afternoon of I'tb. ti'j when
they broke open the bank door, at o, 25
o'clock, by finding Barron in the bank,
standing at tbe open vault door, when tbey
entered.
