aged $26,000 by Fire

Nearly 2,000 Geese, Chickens and
Pljreons Burned In Tlielr Coop.

A Ore broke out In Witt Washington Martet
at 3.:i0 o'clock this mornluv thst u d over
im.ooo wurih of damage. roated alive nearly
C.ouo geese, chickens slid pigeons, pretty well
gutted tho Hewitt section, bounded by llenltt,
l.swon, I.oow and Thirteenth avenues, and
created consldersble excltcmont beforo It waa
finally extinguished.

It was generally snppoacd that tbe West
Washington Market buildings vicro pretty ssfe
against lire, although nut but this
morning's fro ami another that occurred last
humiicr hue proton them veritable llnder-bokc- s

so fsr oa Ihelr Intcrloi Ih ujneernt'd.
The woodwork of the building Is of yellow

pine, which fairly exudes pl'cli and burns like
the proverbial pine knot. Little wonder, thru,
that a tiro ensued thla morning when a lighted
gas Jet wss accidentally pushed against tlio

I Ine woodwork by workmen In bol l'rankcl'a
poultry stills ot fO, Si and 51 Locw avenue,
and this la auppoied to linvo been the cauae of
the Haze.

l'rsukul rays iliero was no lire lu hli ortlco
stove whin be went homo last night, but the
gas was left burning for some of Ut workmen
Who wero kept there late, getting ready for
the expected big New 1 ear's trade
They noticed nothing wrong when they left
very early this morning, but It is thought that
In shifting the coo a of poultry about a gas Jet
was Rccldently forced against the woodwork
and left there unnoticed.

Tie lire was well underway when dlSLOveicd
by a lone pedestrian paaalng through tho drive-
ways, who Immediately envc the ularin and
the policeman on post at ouu; pulled the box
In the market, but so tlercsly uid In flames
spreal that the entire north sue of the suction
waa ablaze when the Ore in en arrived.

After an hour and a half's htubborn right,
however, the flames were subdued, but the en-

tire section of forty alalia wss effectually
gutted snd a blir pari of the roof burned oil.

Charles Westerners, of C. Wealerberg A
Co., dealers in live and dressed poultry, at i,
41, 40 and 4.1 Loew avenue, was steering over
hie office wnen he heard the err of Ore.

He waa only a few mlnntes dreislug and get-
ting valuable papers and money from his pale
and hustling out of tbe building', but he hadn't
a minute to pare, for the flames from Prank-el'-

next door, burst through upon him ai he
waa leaving.

The marketmen wero Just arriving and
evervthlng wus Immediately excitement.
Above the shouting of the men were heard the
piteous squawking and cackling of the burn-
ing gcea and chickens.

lUostot tbe msrketinen succeeded lu getting
out tnelr live stock, but (rankel lost nearly
alx hundred plump geese and fowls slid the
scene around the atails tnla morning waa alie-
ning.

Fragments of burned and
charred remnants of tno unfortunate birds
were soittered about and trampled In the mud
while many of those saved had their plutuago
storclted aud bnrned or wero nearly stiff from
the water froten on them.
