Aboul 10 o'clock Morris Cohn, & clothing
deslor st 283 Carmine sireet, his wife, James
B Campbell and his sixteen.year.old sot
James, of 100 Thompson street, calind al Flead-
quarters and made & formal complaint ageins
Policeman Bwosney.

Mrs. Cohn said thal abomt D o'cleck lant
Wodnesdsy night Mr. Campbell brought his
son to Cohn's stora to get him a nait of clothen
Mri Oohn waa in the atore at the time, and
while they were locking at the clothing,
Sweeney opened tue front door, and uslug pros
fane, obscene and shusive Ianguage, cried ous:

++What do you want to make me trouble for
by sayiag that there are windows wroken oa my
posit" (Cohn's store Was on Bweene)'s poal.)

Cohn dented that he had made Sweeney any
trouble, bul the oMoer, according to Cohm,
