and the pnbllo by Coroner Schnltxe, who. It
waa charged, received a check for $50 for Ills
kindness and conrtety from Lawyer Tappan,
waa the talk of the town

It created a sensation in both social and
political circles, Where Coroner ttcholtzo and
the Tappans are well known.

Coroner Schnltxe la a well-kno- and popular
physician and politician. The Tapping are one
of Uie oldest families ot Long Island and move
la the best society. The announcement, there-
fore, that Miss Tappan did not die suddenly
from natural causes, as had been Intimated,
but bad committed suicide, and the statement
ot Mr. Tappan that he had sent Coroner
Bcbultxe bis check for $50 after tbe incceas ol
bis efforts to ceep the caao quiet, caused no
end ot comment

The lact atone that a public official bad sup-
pressed a case of suicide, and the allegation
that be bad received pay for It, was startling
enough, and the possibility that If It was done
In one caae It might have been done In other
cases, and that In this manner a crime may be
bushed up, was seriously discussed.

It Is now admitted that Jllss Tappan com-

muted snlcldc. and Dr. Bccultze sajs he kept
this Information from the public to oblige a
professional friend. Dr. Hooerts, bnt he
denies positively that he received a check for
ISO for his courtesy,

i Lawyer Tappan positively-assert- s he sent the
iheck to Coroner Bchultze.

He backs up this assertion with the state-me- nt

that the check was on tbe Continental
National Bant, and in further proof this morn-lu- g

produced his oheck-bo- and showed to an
Kvesino World reporter tbe stub from which
It bad been torn.

This is not sn easy thing to do, and could not
havt been done had the papers been die J In the
regular way at the Coroner's office, where the
reporters would have seen them.

Tbe record of the case, however, was not
entered until four days later, and tbe papers
were placed In an obscure pigeon-hol- e, where
no one would expect to look for them.

Lawyer John D. C. Tappan was seen at his
office, 44 Broadway, thla morning by an Btin.
mo Wobld reporter and made lata statement:

"There Is nothing to conceal about this mat-
ter, and the mere fact that I sent a check to
Coroner Schuilze shows that I had no Inten-
tion of trying to bribe him or I would have
given him money, and thus avoided the possi-
bility of an investigation.

' A rilKaSNT, NOT A BBIBK. "
' The whole transaction was In the nature of

a present or gratuity, such as It has been tho
custom of our family for years to give clergy-
men and others who officiate at funerals.

" I shall probably give several moro checks
In connection with my sitter's funeral, to
peonlo who exerted themselves lu our behalf
and showed us apeelal kindness.

'I do not for a moment want to be under-
stood as saying that I was not anxioua to keep
the details of my Bister's desth from the press
and public. It was perfectly natural for ma
to do bo, but not at any time ask Coroner
ochultze or Dr. Itoberta to keep tho matter
quiet, and, Indeed, little was said even In our
family about the manner of her death.

"I was gratified that the Inquest was held In
a quiet manner In the Coroner's private fflce,
aud after the Inquest was over I shook hands
with him and thanked htm for his kindness
and courtesy and assured nlm that I would not
forget It.

This waa tho last time I ever saw blm,
and nothing waa then or at any time said
about my paying him for suppressing the
matter from the press or the public

"About a week after my slater's death I
sent Coroner Schnltze a cheek for $50, and so
far as I know be received It, at least It has not
been returned to me."

"It has not. If It waa cashed It would not
be returned to me for about a month, aa my
account la not balanced oftener than every
two month?, and of oourse my cashed checks
would not be returned to me until the account
was balanced.

It is possible, of course, that the cteck
has been cashed and returned to the bank, but
I don't believe tbe bank officials would tell yon
whether It had been returned or not, although
I have no objection to their doing so. "

DR. B0BXBT8 ASKXD VOB SSCRECT.

Dr. George W. Itoberta. who u In charge of
the sanitarium at 137 West Thirty-four- th

street where tbe death of Miss Tappan oc-

curred, was visited this morning by an Kten-iN- d

World reporter.
'Ilia true," he said, "that I reported the

death of my patient to Coroner Schultae on
Dee. 10, tbe day on which It occurred. I went
to the Coroner's offlee alone and made a per-

sonal statement to the Coroner."
"Did yon request Coroner Bchultze to keep

the matter from the newspapers;"
" I asked him as a personal favor and out of

consideration for the family of Miss Tappan to
do what he could to keep the matter quiet, and
I felt perfectly Justified In doing so.

" There was no need of a publle Inquest, for
the facts in tbe case were beyond dispute, and
I understood thst In such cases it was not cus-
tomary to bold an Inquest and examine wit-
nesses.

"I gave him all the facilities possible for
Investigating tbe case, and he came to my
house the same day with his deputy and was
apparently perfectly satisfied with tbe result.

'The next day I went to the Cotoner's
offloo wlln Mr. Tappan, and we both mado
sworn statements. If I recollect rightly I
again requested the Coroner to give aa little
publicity to the case as was conalitent wltb his
official duty, and 1 think be consented to com-

ply with tbe request."
"Did you bold out any Inducements to

"None whatever, nor did Mr. Tappan to my

knowledge, lu fact, Mr. Tappan said nothing
at all to the Coroner except through me. We
were only In the ottlce for a very few minutes.
I know nothing whatever of the present said
to have been given to tbe Coroner m considera-
tion ot his courtesy in the mstter; the first I

ever beard of such a thing was what I have
read In tho psper this morning."
