RAPID TRANBIT.

The cquestion of Rapid Transit in New
York Is one which cannot be allowed to suf-
fer any delay in (ta settlement.  Some delay
there will be even yet, but it in & delay that
can hardly be mvolded. But the public
volee should be so insistent in its demuand
for the prompt solution of this problem that
it must come.

There s no difference of opininn as to
the necessity of Rapid Transit, Thereis no
misconception as to the meoaning of the
term. Even those who furnish s transpor-
tatlon whbioh they claim to meet the need
of the people know perfectly well that it
does not.

The dificulty of supplying the mnterial
canditions for this expeditious transference
between romote pointa of the city and an-
nexed districts may be great. Bo was
bullding the Brooklyn Bridge s diMenity
that was positively paralyzing to the mind
which could grasp the obstacles but lacked
the cool merve and energy to overcome
them.

The only points to be considered are that
Rapid Transit {s & possibllity and a necess-
ity.
