Mr. Lockwood tnen went to his room to
drese. when a servant again callel him and
told nlm that Ann Moore, the cook, who had
given tne llrat notice of the lire, waa horribly
burned.

He lonnd Mrs, Moore In a terrible condition
and bar ly able to hpenk. Aa nearly aa could
be aacertalne i ahe iwi none down lu ti e cellar
with a candle tu rake down the tornace, aud
ber dress nail catulit Ore trim the candle,
which she had placed on the floor.

In her effort to extinguish the Are lu her
clothiugebe had rolled In ti.u pile of burlap,
setting it on fire but extinguishing her blaz ug
uress. Then ahe went upstairs and gave tbe
alarm, and whin the tire In tue cellar waa put
out went to her room uud calmly changed all
nor garments.

Not until ane came down.tslra strain did ahe
tell anyone mat ahe had been burned.

Sue wna removed to the Manhattan llosplia',
where au examination disclosed that every
fiart ot her body, ixcept her face, nunns, arm,

and feet, were horribly LurneJ. The
hospital phy-lcu- expressed a doubt it ahe
wonld survive six hours.
