FROZEN 600 FEET DEEP.

Why a Russian Merchant Concluded
Not to Dig & Well,

For many years scientists have been per
plexed over the phenomenon of a ceraln
well at Yakutsk, Siberla, says the Chioago
Iferald, As long ago as 1828 a Russian
merchant began to sink thisnoted well, and
after working on It threo years gave it up
as i bad Job, having at that time sunk it to
& depth of thirty feet without getting
through the frozen giound,

He communicated these fants to the Rus-
pian Aendimy of Selence, who sent men to
tuke charge of the digging operation al the
wonderinl well,

These sclentific gentlemen tolled away at
thelr work for several years, but st last
anbandoned It when o depth of 852 feet had,
been reached, with the earth still frozen as
banl as & rock.

In 1844 the neademy had the temperature
of thesnfl at the sides of the well tnken at
various depths. From the data thus ob-
tained they came to the startling conclu-
slon that the ground was frozen to o depth
exoecding 800 foet,

Although it I8 known to meteorologists
that the pole of the lowest known tempers.
turc is in that region of Siberia, it 1s com-
ceded that not even that rigorous climate
could force frost to such a great depth be-
low the surface,

After ﬂ?unngon the subject for overm o
quarter of a century geologists have st last
come to the conclusion that the great
frozen valley of the Lena River was de-
posited, frozen just s it |s found to-day,
during the great grinding up era of t
glaclal epoch.
