Poles and Wires Down In All
Parts of the City.

Streets Blockaded nnd Communion-

To-day the telegraph, telephone, district
messenger and electric lighting companles of
New York Tity are in astate of dikmny over
the destruction wrought by yesterday morn-
Ing's early snow storin that alwost borders upon
B panie

Forthe time Leing thelr business (s practi-
cally paralysed, and althoogh each one of the
diferont compunies has bhundreds of men al
work scastered wil over ine gity repalring the
wires and poles (n varioas localltibs, they have
A8 yol mads Jiitle hendway In varavelling the
tangled wreckage with whiex the uplown
atreets of the city are sirewn.

Nothlng like the prescnt eonditlon of affaira
has been ween sloce the great slesl mtorm of
January, 1891, and even the damage doue by
fhe never-to-be-foygotten Maroh bhsgard of
1584, lhsmall In comparison with that woleh
was wrought during the few short bours yes-
terday morning by the welght of the snowy-
coating, which siuck to the wires ke paste,
awelling each of them nearly to the size of
sleamboat hawasrs.

'he extent of the disaster was hardly ap-
previaied uy the putlio yesterday Ueoause no
business was golng on, aud net even the vom-
panies themaelves could tell how muoh they
had heen dinsblen.

Tie nquadn of linemen and repairers who
were gent out early yesterday morning, howe
ever, soon brought in the story of the dumage
that tiie morm had eaused, and by night it was
evident that It wonld take sl the men thsd
oould posaitily be scared up in the neighbors
hood 1o make any Impression on the mass of
wreokaye that choked ap many of (he siroets
und avenaes of the town,
