John B. Brodsky Recounts the Famous
Trial of Capt. Wike Cregan.

He Was Accused of “Selling Out’*
Republican Candidate for Congress.

Expelled by the Republioan County
Committee on Complaint of Allen
Thorndyke Elce,

Amsemblyman John E. Brodsky, the red-
ehesked, bright-eyed and indomitable young
lawyer who hbeads the rebelllous Repub-
licans of the only and eccentric Elghth and
defies the mugust County Central Com-
mittes, {9 the bandsomest politiolan in that
distriot, ns well as the most popular,

When the County Committee expelled
John and his friends and declared them no
longer Ropublicans they sot up o party of
thelr own and nominated John for the
Legialnture, At the election the regular
Republican candidate got 800 votea, while
John got 2,100 and won, hands down, from
the Demopratic candidste by about 100
majority,

Mr. Brodaky has opposed from its inoep-
tion the prevalling policy of the Republican
County Committes of expelling from the
party organlzation the leaders known as
“practical politioians."

" Mike Cregan was a bluff, say-what-you-
mean man. He detested moushing and he
hated hypoorites, He went on the stand
witha feeling of injury, and at the same time
with diagust that be should be submitted to
a trial at the hauds of, and on oharges by,
theorlsts whom ho desplsed. He called
them * kid-gloved fools.’

“The Captain began his testimony in
narrative form and without questioning.
He sald;:

“iI'm a practical politiclan, an' 1 have

lived long enough in the Bixteenth to know
it. Thwse kid-glova fellows call it the Gas-
House distriot—well, so it s, Evory man
in the district earns his llving. He ain't
Inherited any fortune.
“iI've got mo patience with esuch non-
sanse as this. Mr, Rioce ran for Congress in
a distriot where there wad 8,000 majority to
overcome. Nobody bat himsell ever had
any idea that he could be elected. But he
did, and he came to me, just as he sald he
did, and asked me how much [t would take
to carry the clection. Mr. Rice polled many
hundreds more votes In the Gas-House dis-
triot than any other man on the Republican
ticket.’

A woman, dead, her throat cul from ear to
ear, wau found in a posl of her owa blood In &
wakt slde thnement ut ¥ o'elock shis marning.

John Havens, Janltor of the tene-
ment house st &5 West Tweniy-ointh
sireel, ruslied up to Follcemsan James Mor-
riksey at § o'clock this morning on Tenth
avenuo and asked hWim to force open the
door of the spartmenta on the shird floor of the
hoose No. 464, ws he nuspeoted that there was
something wrong inalde,

The ofMoer nurried sround tne corner, and,
going up the wialrm of 4b8, he opened ihe
door of the apartmnents which were ootoupled
by Mre. Hagpah HRiordan sod her nephew,
Tnomas Clark,

On the Noor, outsiretobed and covered with
blood, lay the desd body of Mm Hiordan.
Her festures were econcoaled by the blood
that cowered them, and s horrible gaah
woroms her throst abhowed that I3 had been
severed from OAr 10 ear

Tae body, whioh lay in & pool of blood, was
cold. The woman had evidently beeun dead
soveral hours.

Bhe was ahooless and wore a coarse, dark-
oolored droas

Omoer Morrissey searohed the rooms, which

On & table & few feet away from the hody
wid & cheap four-blmded penknife, & small
blsde of which was open and showed a very
keen edga,

Dinod marks covered it, and it looked as if
the murderer hed Nnlehed bis fendish work
and tossed it oarclesaly on the table withont
even stopplog Vo coneeal the losirument uf his
erime.

There were throo rooms in the tenement, two
pedrooma and a Aitting-room. All wers poorly
yot neatly fornlabed, sod in one of he
bedrooma wia & stove, and this room was used
for the kitehen.

On the walls of the sltiing-room were hung
& profugion of Catholic pletures and pholo-
grapha,

A pwtnre of Rev. Father Riordan, the late
misslonary of Gastis Gurden, had & conspleuous
piace near the doot.

A oarpel-covered lounge, on which were a
plilow and a blanket, stood & foot away from
the dead hody, on whioh, doubilesslp, she un-
fortunsie Woman was lylog when her death
pirugglo began.

Al various other points lines of poles carry-
ing from ity to two hundred wires have been
croshed down by the woight of the anow and
wleat, andare still lylng in hopeless contusion
lo the sireets

Among others are the telophone wires and
poles in Thirty-ninth street, from Seventh to
Teuth avenue; telegraph poles In Becoud
avonue, between Fifty-nlmih  and  Hixty
Ufih wireets, and from Beyeaty-Nixth 1o
Beveuty - ninth  sireet;  telephoue  sod
pollce  wires s'ong  Elghth  avenoe for
several blocks from Twentisth sirest up;
many poles in lowor Broadway, Yarick streel
lludson direct, Hoaston siresl, Wesl Fourin,
Tenth, snd up nlong the hine of Nioth and
Tenth avenoes above Une Handred and Tenih
sirvet.

In faot, mil the llues of taller poles are more
