Mr. Harburger had risen, backed up into
one corner of his little office, and stood for
s moment with his hands ralsed in an atti-
tude much like that of a pastor administer
ing the benediotion.

The reporter felt that even his unacous.
tomed foroe might pil itsell against Jullus
Harburger without tho backing of a mob.

Mr. Harburger's round sod mild eyes
were dilated, and his manner was an ecstasy
of earnestness, but devold of excitement,
Resuming his seat he went on :

“ Every clty nowspaper told the story
next day and commented on the treatment
by the Republican Committeo of & citizen
who presumed he had the right of free
speech.
