DEATH GUIS MEISSUNIER.

Tho Great Frenoh Fainter Passes
Away at Early Morning,

Sketch of Career Which Waa a
Continuous Artlstlo Triumph. .

(Dorur CABLE raws srccuL.l
Firii, Jan. aa Melssonler, the veteran

painter, the fame of whose petite canvasea Is
world-wid- died after a long and painful Ill-

ness at 8 o'clock this morning.

Jean Louis Meiiaonler was botn it Lyona ln
HIS,

Ills genius made Itself manifest at a very
early age. At 19 ho wis a student of art
under Leon Cognlet, In Parle, aud ln 1836, when
be wu bnt tweniy-tnrc- e years old, hla reputa-

tion wss already well eatabliahed. In that
yen he he exhibited hla "Little Messenger."

Ile waa then known as a painter of minia-
ture aunjeow of exquisite grace and finish.

Mttssonler was decorated with the Cross of
tha Legion ot Honor In 1846, promoted to the
degree of offloer In tha order In lssel, and to
that of Commander In 1807. He was made a
member of the Paris Academy ot Fine Aria In
1891.

It baa has been written of him thit " he has
won moro medals of honor In tbe great Inter-
national exhibition! of Europe than any other
artist; he baa been petted by kings and em-

perors and admired by thinkers beyood any of
his fellow painters. Ills works have com-

mended the highest prices. Artists, critics
and laymen hare almoat unanimously ac-

knowledge him as a master. Mlllala has written
that he la more complete than any old master
aver was.'"

Even more attention than "Little Messen-
gers" excited was called forth In 1833 by tbe
"Monk Consoling a Hoy;" tne single figure,
"The Reader," ln 1B40 and "I ne ihiat-Piayera- ,"

In tha Salon of 1WL During Ihe
next twenty yeara Melssonler ranlllpled enor-
mously a succession of those pictures of email,
oiten diminutive, size, which represented for
the mo,t part alngle figures of men or groups
consisting of a few i arsons, thoae in quiet
situations or occupations greatly preponder-
ating.

In complete artlstlo finish, ln stnpendons
mastery of execution. In penetrating Judgment
of character. In truthful representation of re-
pose and motion, aa well as ln the expression
of spiritual mooda and the Inner workings of
the soul, tney ware almoat without exception
of even merit.

Another writer upon Melasonier'a work lays:
"Dee need not seek great luxuriance of Ima-
gination In Itils master; neither srenla pictures
the creation of a great colorlsr, even thouah
their color-effe- and Ihe use of light and ahade
are often excellent. But tne men woom he
represents are as ha Intended to p.lnt them,
and eue particular moment of their Uvea ap-
pears to stand out lifelike upon tne canvas.

A masterpiece bv Melssonler was "The
Barricades," pslntel ln ISM and inspired by
great events of tha day, the Inspiration bolng
caught from the scene of a atreet battle In
Paris.

Up to that time he had dealt chiefly with tha
lite and scenes of past epochs: but then came
an awakening, whlcn grew broader yet in the
Oral splendid yeara oi the new French Empire
under Napoleon ILL, when theepalnier wia
carried away by the great historical event!
of the period.

Wnen Nspoleon IIL declared war against
Atstria and determine I to make Italy "free
to the Adriatic, Melsiunler received an In-

vitation to attach blmielf to the Imperial
Dressed in a sort of fancy uniform,

Melasonler accompanied the Kmperor upon
the vtctorloaa eampatKO.

But only a alngle picture waa tho direct fruit
of la war similes and observations. It waa
finished In IPCS, "Napoleon III. undhlebtaff
at the Dattle ot Holier mo," since one of the
rxarls of taa Luxembourg Gallery.

During tbe Franco-Prussia- n war Melasonler
left Polsay, where ne bad a castle like bouse
In a beautliul park, and sought to gratify hla
ambition aa a citizen-soldi- to the inllest ax-te- nt

in beleaguered Pane-Alt- er

peace waa eatabliahed he bad become
a baler of Oermany, and showed fats passion-
ate detestation upon every occasion. Person-
ally, be had no aad experiences. Ills

were piously spared and left uninjured
br me Herman troops, nhlcb were quartered
In hla rutin nl 1'nlaav.

Melssonler, vutnont giving upPolssy, moved
In 1870 to Pans where ne eroded upon me
Boulevard Maleaherbea, i bouse ind amnio ac-
cording to his Us lea and needs, with wasteful,
artlstlo luxury. During several months of
each year he moved to hla studio at Antlbes, in
the French Rtvlrrs, where ha found many
beautliul new motives.

Two of Melasonier'a pictures, "1807," or
"The Cuirassiers of Frledland," and "IHU,"
are crest creations, dealing wltn ihe

legend.
The great artist waa not a large or strongly

built man. A writer whosaiv him at his homo
a lew years ago aaya:

"la person Melaaonler la not taller than M.
Thiers, but he la leai stronuly built, hla large
head and broad shoulders being aupported by
abort and aleuder legs. Ilia bushy beird and
whiskers give hi in a dcrceneas wnolly belled
by hla gentleness of manner and by his shyness
In the presence of airauKera."

Olhera have nescilliei hla white hair and
long beard as giving him a patriarchal appear-
ance.

Melasonler waa twice married. His second
wife, whom he married wben he waa seventy-seve- n

yeara ot age, waa Mile. Ueaancon,
twenty-seve- n years bla Junior. She had been
hla Intimate friend for m my yeara.

Only three Frenchmen can call themselves
bis pupils his sou, J. --'. Milbaonler, Orosand
l)Atlll- - ttlA matlv (M,hra.tm1 nalnfAr nt tha
last French war; as can alsi Fritz Werner, of
Berlin, who sought Melsaonler's advice and
guidance in Part, and at Antlbes, after he
was a highly considered artist himself.

Many of Melsaonler's great works adorn
American collections. Mr. Yanderbilt made a
determined effort to purchase "laltlxe,"
which la lu Queen Victoria's salon at Windsor,
but failed.

Among the New Yorkers who possess fine
specimens of tho great painter's work are jay
tiocld, Mrs, W. iL Vanderhltt, D. u.

SIX HORSES HOISTED ALIVE.

Penned in a Burning Stable Be-

yond Eeaoh of Help,

Fire Alarm Carried by Messengers to
Different EDglne-House- i.

Six horses were burned to death this morn-
ing in a stable In tha rear of Sta East Twenty-fourt- h

street.
About 1 o'clock a polloemaa discovered

flames shooting from the window of tha stable
and ran at once to tne home of Engine No. it
and gava tha alarm.

There waa no telegraphlo communication to
other engine-house- s, bat a meaaanger was sent
to Trnck House No. 7,ln Twenty-eight- h street,
another to Engine-Rous- e No. 6 ln Fourteenth
street, another to the Ore box at Twenty-thir- d

street and First avenue, and another to Chief
Flshar'sheadquarlers ln Thirty-thir- d street.

Meanwhile Engine No. 18 had put a Una of
hose through from Twenty-thir- d atreet, snd its
effect wss soon felt.

The burning stable was one of several that
extend along the rear of honses on Twenty-fourt- h

atreet. They are all built of wood and
are filled with hay and other combustible ma-
terial.

Tha flames were fiercest ln ths Twenty-fourt- h

street side ot lha structure, In whloh
aeven anlmala ware atabled. Three of the
animals belonged to John Travan. of 401

fieoond avenue. They were ln tbs thickest of
tha Are, and their erlaa of pain and fngsi war
heartrenderlng. Tba hone la tha middle stall
broke awsy, but fall dead right behind his
neighbor, who was lohe stalljneareat ths door.
They ware bnrned to a crisp.

Tbe imoka waa blinding, so that no one
could get Into the building.

Another horse of John Travera's was In a
stall near ths back of tha stable. Be broke
iway and managed to get to tba door, whenoe
the firemen aragged htm out of harm's wsy.

Of the seven boraas In the building thla wu
the only one saved.

The flamea were confined to the front of the
atable. The remaluing three horses were in
the back and died ot suffocation or from se-
vere burns.

Tne bunding was a complete loaa. It waa
owned by Richard cartr, of S28 East Twenty-fourt- h

itreet, and la valued at (too; Insur-
ance, fZoO.

Travers valued his horses at 12,600; Insurance
13, 000. He alao loat ten tats of narnets rained
at 1160; insured for $100.

William Spain, of SIS East Twenty-fourt- h

atreet, lost a Bona valued at fuo, and a act of
harness.

Mike Egan, an teaman, of 134 Third avenne,
alao lost a none, valued at 1200 and a set ot
harness.

M. Ishorn, of 85 Twenty-secon- d ilreefl suf-
fered a similar loss, lie valued bis boras a
150.

Roundsman Mnley, of the Twenty-ieoon- d

street station, was on hand with tha reserve.

DID NOT GET HEA DIVORCE.

The Application of Ber. Hugh
Maguire's Wife Denied.

Justice Osborne, In tha City Court, Brook
lyn, thla morning, banded down a decision
denying tne application of Mrs. Maria C

for a limited divorce from Rev. Hugh
Magulre, rector of the Episcopal Church of
Our Savlonr, Clinton and Lnqseor streets,

Mrs. Magnlre brought anlt, alleging cruelty
on the partot tha minister, whom she charged
with having beaten her. The rector'a defenae
was a general denial ot the acta charged, and
be also set up tha allegation that Mrs, Magulre
bad elopedirlth a man named Douglass.

Justice Osborne, ln his denial ot ths applica-
tion, says i " I am of the opinion tha plaintiff
haa failed to make out her case. She alone
testifies to the alleged acta of crnelty, and
there la not a scintilla of evidence to corrobo-
rate ber.

"Defendant denies all the alleged acta ot
cruelvy.and ne adduces evidences loahow that
tor a portion at leaat ot their married life hla
treatment of nle wife hat been kind and con-
siderate,I while her treatment of him has been
the reverse

"It farther sppesrs that in 18S3 plaintiff
eloped with one Douglass; ber subsequent
letters to tne defendant. Imploring bla forgive-
ness aod btgglrg to be taken baok, are tiled
with expressions of his previous kind treat-
ment of ner, aud are entirely inconsistent with
her evidence ot hla alleged acta of crnelty
prior to her elopement "

Lawyer Anderson, who repreaepted Mrs.
Magulre In tho suit, was seen by an Etbnimo
World reporter after tbe decision bad been
rendered. Wben asked whit coarse he would
pursue In tbe matter, be said:

I cannot tell yet. I lo"k at tha deelilon aa
a stand-of- f, the parlies being now In the aame

aa they were before. We may appeal,
ut I don't think we will."
Mr. Magnlre'a counsel wu uked whether hla

client would now bring anlt for absolute
divorce. Us said that be would not.
