Gems in Existence

Curlous Phenomenon of *‘ Burst-
ing "' or *“ Splitt.ng,” Stones.

How Dishonest Miners Manage to
Steul the Rough Gems,

There are lessthan a score of diamonds
in the world that can reully be called
‘' great.” Toeach of these s connected a
story of historieal and romantic interest.
Such stones as the Koh-knoor, the Orloft,
the Bancy, the Hope or the Grand Mogul
bave an Individuulity almost rivalling a
great personage,

THE BTEWART DIAMOND AND BRTTING,
The most famous in exlstence have come
from Golconds and Brazil, but those ex-
oeeding In the average size are from the
South African flelds, where, also, tho greater
number of ** white" diamonds are now sald
to be found, acoording to the Chicago News,
The notable stones from these flelds are
the *' Stewart,”” the ‘‘Bchreiner" and the
'! Btar oL Bouth Africa," Tbe first weighed
2883%¢ carats in thé rough, the largest un-
blemished diamond ever found In Africa,
The clalm of the mine producing It was sold
for #150. The diamond's color is light
straw, aod It I8 very brilllant, The
‘* Bchrelner ' welghed more, but was of
irregular form. The ** Star of Bouth Africa’
is nlso known as the ' Dudley.' It is of
tho purest water, Its natural size 18 shown
in the [llustration, but that of the "Slawusr."
Is reduced,
A curious phenomenon is the ' bursting''
or "splitting " of & dinmond. This ocours
from Inherent causes and only to glasay
slones, which bave (be it ever so faint) a
tinge of brown in them,

: They ware usnally
perfect octahpdrons,
with very sharp an-
gles, and of much
barder guality than
others, except the
black, which sesm to
be an advanced stage
of the same con-
ditions,

Buch a stone comes clear and brilliant
from the mive, and perhaps in an hour a
little ** feather ' or fracture polnts towards
its centre.
