Gen. Sherman rrt ide hlrnome In mis city in
1H3I, and has alnce tnat time been a notable
fiacre In the lite of the metropolis. The genial
Nestor ot military circles, a pleasant aftrr
dinner apeakir and an occulonal orator,
a vtelcom- - and honored guest at very
public or aoclal function, a conspicuous figure
In hotel corridors and rluh parlors, the almoner
of secret lut cxlcnilse chanties to iltstiesied
"boys In lu, " tie grew old gracefully, hap-
pily, and vvllli a moat beromtng dlnlty.

At Ids Home the latctistrtng waa always out.

He rose
early, breakfasted simply, attended personally
to a voluminous corretpondeme, rcadmucn,
and did more or leas literary work.

The pressure ol Invitations from societies
and individuals who desired to honor him waa
very great. Bequests lo speak before Grand
Army posts came In shoals, and wero among
tboao nf ihe kind first considered and, wnen
pracllcible, accepted.

Alter hla morning's work at bit desk In his
llllle basement office at bla home, TS West
Seventy. tlratatrest, Gen. Sherman became a
man about town.

There la only apparent flippancy In applying
this title 10 a man or seventy years. He waa
j oung In his bearl, and he retained all the

ot personal popularity appertaining to
Ihe prima of life.

()oe or liU favorite lounging places waa the
lTlth Avenue Hotel, where he met at different
tnioa neatly every man tho country worth
meeting and he pcrsoually knew moat nf
them too.

He would saunter auout, chatting and amok-lo- g

cholco cigars with the air of one who thor-
oughly enjoyed himself and fonud that there
was very much In life worth living for.

Gen. Sherman waa an honored member of
the Union Leaiue club, and spent an hour or
two almost dally In lu parlors.

lie gave up publlo speikliig a couple of
years tgo, as ne announced; but temptation
often 1 roved too atrong, and his voice baa
been heard many times.

Ills reminiscences of tho other members of
the trio or great eoinmandora Grant aud Sher.
Idan who ntecedod him to the land or shades,
were voluminous and exceedingly Interesting.
Tho three bad been united lu life by the Ilea of
a moil unusual and deep-root- friendship.

T nree ot bla famous old army commandera
remain, however. Gen. Scnofleld, holding
the highest position In our armies, la In Wash-

ington.
Gen. o. o. Howard, who commanded ono

wing or Sherman'a army on its famous march,
la In New York, and Geo. Slocum, who com-

manded another wing. Is in Brooklyn.
Gen. Wsger Swayne, another ot Gen. Sher-

man'a old commanders, Is also In business In
this city and a vigorous veteian be Is.

Of course there are many of the men left who
followed him from Atlanta to the sea, but they
are all of them gray and grizzled now, and
their ranks are fast being decimated.

"Gen. Sherman'a Memoirs, " Ihe flrat book
of the kind written by ao distinguished aa
actor In the civil war. Is a most valuable work,
and must' alwaya be referred to by any histo-
