"This soon became alarming to the par-

"Hurriedly selecting John Hughes as
Chairman and myself as Secretary, so as
to give the Convention some show of regu-

larity, the doors to our retiring place wero
opened, and part of the howling mob piled
In on top ot us.

" It was a long time before we were able
to get Into the main hall and secure even a
semblanoe of order. This was only accom-
plished through the personal popularity of
Mr. Woods.

"An organization was effected after a
tune and the crowd given an opportunity
to again yell itself hoarse when Us demands
were complied with and Mr. McGrath was
made tho nominee of the Convention.

" The election which followed was ono of
most exciting ever held In the ward.

" McGrath was an Assistant Engineer of
the Volunteer Firo Department, and all the
fire laddies wero on deck for him.

" Netfblt was backed by Senator Brad-
ley, Forbes Holland, Fire Commissioner
Henncssy and the machinery of Tammany
Hall, then in the prime of its power.

" Stephenson, the Republican candidate,
was looked on as a sure winner, tor the
Republicans had elected their man In the
district regularly against a single Demo-

cratic opponent, and here were three can-

didates to divide the Democratic vote.
" Odds were laid at $600 to $100 on the

election of Stephenson, but so sanguine
were the enthusiastic friends of George
McGrath that they cornered every bet their
means would allow.

"The result proved their wisdom, for
McGrath was elected by 384 plurality, and
the Republican party received each a set-

back In the Eighteenth Ward that it has
never recovered from it.

" Jimmy Irving was the Tammany candi-

date for Assembly at that election, and to
secure success to himself he turned his
strength to McGratb, which accounts In
part for the latter's victory.

" It should be said, to the credit ot Mc-

Gratb, that he carried out tho agreement
