without examination In the classified depart-
mental service of the Government; end when-
ever a vacancy ahall occur in the clerical force of
any of the departments of the Government the
stsnotraphsr, chief of division, clerk copyist or
computer in the Census Offlce holding such cer-

tificate shall be entitled to a trantter to fill such
vacancy at the grade last held In the Census
Offlce or to a (trade Inferior thereto.

Should this provision become a law
nearly twenty-Ar- e, hundred of the em-

ployees of the Census Office wonld at once
be certified for appointment to positions in
the classified civil service without regard
to whether they may have passed a proper
examination.

endeavor to keep the apportionment o( em-
ployees among the States in accordance with
the Civil-Servi- law. it is a fact, however,
that along time ago no ceased certifying
applicants from the District or from Mary-
land or from Virginia, When the Civil-Servi-

law went into operation there
were many more employcos regis-
tered from the District of Columbia
than the Dlstriot was entitled to. According
to tho latest table Mar j land has received
sixteen more appointments in the last seven
ycart than she was entitled to. Virglnia.has
received four more and the District of Co-
lumbia is sixty-fo- in oxcess of her ahare.
With if, 500 certified employees, more than
So per cent. of whom come from the District
of Columbia and nearly all from neighbor-
ing States dumped at tbe doors of the de-
partments. It will be seen at a glance what
would become nf the apportionment system.

" As to the character ot the qnsllfloations
possessed by these employees of Mr. Porter,
who wonld tinder Mr. Plumb's amendment
be certified for appointment, it may be in-
teresting to know that at a recent examina-
tion of :)50 candidates for admission to the
Civil Service, forty-seve- n who failed to

the examination were at the time clerksfiassthe employ of the Censns Office, en-
deavoring to pass the examination in the
hope that they could thus secure em-
ployment upon tho termination of the
census work. It is noteworthy that
two-thir- of these applicants failed
in arithmetic, the very subject that Mr. Por-
ter's examinations wore supposed to test
with especial thoroughness. Upon further in-
vestigation th Commission also discovered
that six of the-- e Centut Office clerks who
failed to pats our examination had failed in
the same way a year before, but had been
appointed by Mr. Porter as fit to fill tbe po-
sitions to which he assigned them.

"1 titi"t rely hope, for the good of the
country, tint Senator Plumb's amendment
may not become a latr. If it does, tbe work
of the Civil-Sorvi- Commission will be at
an end and tho old system under which tbe
spoils belonged to the victors might as well
be reinstated. With 8,500 employees cer-
tified to appointment every Democrat in the
service could be discharged, with confidence
that his place would lie filled bra Repub-
lican: the competitive examination would
bo abolished, and the apportionment of
offices among tbe States would bo a thing of
the past. The Would will do a good work
by calling the attention of Congress to the
character of this amendment before an
opportunity serves to smuggle it upon the
statute books. "
