DARKNESS IS CONVENIENT.

Idanatrer Touoety Xa Not Partial to
Brlgrnt Lights in tbe Tunnel- -

General Manager Tonoey, of the New York
Central Bellroad, which controls the tunnel,
waa naked by an Evaxroo World reporter the
reasons why the tnnnel was In darkneea yes.
terday wbea tbe terrible catastrophe occurred.

" It vu not lighted, " replied Mr. Toucey,
"because tt has not been considered prac-

ticable to bave lights In the tnnnel. Tbe tun-
nel la kept dark In order that the colored Ugat
signals may be aeen by tbe engineers. "

"Are there not even headlights on the
engines 1"

"No. Those have been discontinued during
the daytime since tbe block system was In-

augurated. Tbat ayatem la considered a per-
fect preventative of an accident unless, as
happened yesterday, there was unaccountable
negligence.

Before we bad the block ayatem engineers
were instructed to light their beadllghta in the
day time before entering tbe tunnel et either
end, and not to extinguish them until they
bad passed through.

"That order," I aald, ' 'baa now fallen into
disuse. I shall, however. In view of the dis-

aster of yesterday, reissue an order requiring
headlights on all engines passing through the
tunnel at any hour of the day.

Why are tnere not stationary lights at
Intervale in the Fourth avenue tunnel as there
are In other raUroad tunneiat

The requirement of the block system for-

bid tt That system Is worked by red end blue
lights on the signals, and It la considered that
these lights would not be aa clearly visible If
the annuel wre lighted. They can be aeen to
perfection only If tbe tunnel la In darkness.

'Several years ago there vu a proposition to
light the tunnel throughout by electricity and
of having some signalling system similar to
tbat need in the open air that of lowering and
raialng dues, for instance.

Zand Sunt Piatt, who then bad charge of
tbe tunnel, went over the matter wltb the
directors and we decided that It would not be
aa serviceable aa the present system.

"On a foggy day tha steam from tbe loco-

motives would settle down on the track and
mske tbe air so dense tbst no ordinary light
could penetrate It,

"I think that when the collision occurre J
ye.terday the lights were properly displayed,
but the eeglneer did not aee them.

"Tbe question lu regarJ to electric lighting
Is whether the engineer In a lighted tunnel
would be eble to see a colored dlao better than
he conla see a colored light In a dark tunnel.

'To be of any service, electric lights would.
In any event, have to be placed low down near
the track, an I these could not be more than a
block or ao between each. "
