OUR TYPEWRITERS.

Hall Kelson Tells a Few Things ibont

Tbls Class of Fair Breadwinners.

Various Classes of Womankind
That Attend the School

of Instruction.

Some Who Succeed and Others Who
Give Up In Despair.

Ten years apo women took up the study
of typewriting. Now the profession belongs
to tho sex, and unless a man has the genius
of a wltard and the speed of a stratn
engine be cannot get eren office room for
bis services.

Bitter as the admission may be, it Is a
fact, nevertheless, that his clerical days
are numbered, and It won't be a very great
while before bis sister has his desk and his
cousin his stool.

The signs Indicate that woman has ber
eye on mercantile lite, and that she will
have the Held to herself in lees time than It
took ber to drive the men from the counter.

There Is scarcely a business firm of any
Importance In the olty ot New York, ex-

cepting, perhaps, banking bouses, that
docs not employ a lady clerk, as sho desig-

nates herself.
Sirring as she Is numerically, her ranks

haven't begun to nil up yet. Recruits are
coming In from all directions, and before
he known what he is about tho business
man, the broker and tbe professional will
be overwhelmed by a stupendous army of
shorthand and typewriters ln shoulder
capes and trailing dresses.

The agencies that furnish tbls fresh,
sweet material are interesting, not only as
places of Instruction 'but amusement at
well.

Toko almost any school for typewriting
tn the city and you ill find that fully 6C

ner cent of the nnnlls are women. A few

of them come from the suburban towns.
The rest are local. Alt, however, are
studies.

There are young wldow, any number of
them, and tbey are Invariably the best
scholars In the schools. There Is no non.
sense about tbem. Tbey work for a pur-
pose and with a will. Some hare mothers
and little children to support; some are
homeless and some' bave hopes of meeting
another breadwinner and home maker. All
wear black and tn the mournful ranks there
are long crape veils, widows' caps and snowy
linen cuffs and collars.

The influence ot this stuffy, depressing
garb Is most remarkable.

It gets for tbe wearer, If she Is but pass-
ing fair, the Indulgence of the teacher and
the .utmost consideration from the class-
mates, especially among tbe male memliers.

Then, too, It gets her work. Men are
kind at heart, and tbe knowledge that the
applicant cherishes a grief, under which
perhaps Is a breaking heart, makes them
doubly kind.

There may be no opening at the time, but
there Is generally an Invitation to come In
again that gives hope a pair ot stilts ; there
Is often a letter of Introduction or a sug-
gestion to visit another firm, and always
the most beautiful rcxpect that courtesy
coupled with sympathy can render.

Occasionally a woman with her history
In tbe past will enter tbe class and npplv
herself to tbe Inttlcacles of the science of
stenography with iiat vim and eyesight
time has left her. Few spectacles are moie
pathetla to contemplate than the mental
efforts of a dependent and aged woman.
Somehow tho mind assnclnks her with the
shuttering warmth and lovo of a chimney
corner and prattling grandchildren.

These poor old creatures with their dim
eyes and withered hands struggle along,
Orst with tbe copy ana then tbe keyboard,
and after a few lessons give up and gooff
nobody knows where.

Then there Is In nearly every school
" the woman In trouble." She Is Mrs. 0.,
Widow B., Mme. B., Lady B. or whatever
else tho class dubs her. Invariably she Is
"detached."

If divorced, then she works with the fire
of the free. She means to get even with
the sex or somebody. She is " determined
to master ibo thin?," and down deep ln ber
rheumatic heart she has vowed to make no
mistakes next time.

If she Is only separated, then she works
tbe machine for distraction.

Drop a bit of tho oil of sjmpathy Into ber
heart, by way of getting at her confidence,
and she will sigh, rquieze ber eye for a tear
or two and say, "Oh, 1 must not think."

A pupil of this sort cannot bo depended
upon as a rule. Her heart Is never ln her
work and she, generally drof out ot tLe
class before the term Is half finished.

Let me tell you a secret
Wives especially young wives are

jealous of the typewriters.
This has always been hinted at, but never

verified till lately.
For a long time the "star scholar" ot an

uptown business college has been the wife
of a successful buslnets man.

Ibo Normal College girl who spells nntll
with six letters Is In tbe class; so Is the
grammar school maiden who writes a blind
hand, chews gum, can't add, and can't
qutt giggling.

Blie, poor thlna, has been a modiste one
of the designing craft who lure cuMomers by
means of a show-ens- o dummy, superbly fit-

ted, both body and bodice, being the work
of the samo concern.

she knows that typewriting can't be nny

harder than dressmaking, and If shj can
only get the bang of It and (10 a week she
will be so very bappy.

Every encouragement meets her effort,
but there ara many things to be learned,
and even if mastered there Is tho obstacle
of age, with Its density and deliberation,
not to be conquered by art or Hclence.

With love and the luxury of plenty these
small women could be so much to a
bold. And It Is all very sad when yoa come
to think ot It that there nre not fathers,
brothers or husbands enough In the world

' to place them and keep them wbero they
belong-j-o- n tbe ollar of home.
