Soon after tbe Cheater came to anchor off
Tompkinsvllle an ErxNiNO World reporter
boardid her, and from Chief Offloer Wlillam
Waters, of the Iowa, obtained the follow.ng
account ot the UUfated ship's wreak and aban-
donment:

We left Boaten Fab. IT, with 422 head of
cattle on board and eighty aoula, Including
crew and cattlemen.

'About E o'clock Saturday afteernoon we
flrat encoo ntered maaaea of floating, sloppy Ice,
wblcli compelled us to proceed very slowly.
Occasionally there would be clear spots and
then we steamed ahead rapidly.

"About 7 o'clock the loe grew thicker and
we began to ' pack It, ' ami It was almoat Im-

possible to make any headway.
"At midnight the ahlp began to aettle down

by the head, and an examination ahowed that
she had a big hole stove in her port bow and a
amall one on the starboard aide.

She began to leak rapidly and tbe pumps
were manned. Neither the deck nor the en-

gine pumps were of any effect, however,
and at 7 o'clock bonday morning we were glad
to alght the Cheater, which reported at once to
onr algnala tor aid.

"Thla Kiti In latitude 46. 2 north, longitude
&.G4weat, and by noon we bad all taken to

the boats and were sslely transferred to the
Cheater.

In addition to the crew, we brought away
with us the ship's doc, the matron's cat and a
seventeen-year-ol- d stowaway named Michael
Crummy, of Liverpool.

' We abandoned all the cattle and cargo,
but killed about forty head on the etamoard
aide and threw them overboard, hoping that
the vessel wonld rltrht herself.

"When we last saw her she was Hated to
port and waa linking rapidly.

"We experienced no hardships, but the
Chester had to atop Monday and get provisions
from the ateamshlp Dominion, bonnd East
from Portland. "

Between IS and 1 o'clock yeaterday morning
one of the keepers noticed that Fleberman,
who occnpled cell 31, and Martin and Smith,
who occopled cell 8, both In the lower tier ot
the east corrlder, were still np and undressed.

He at once reported tbe fact to Jailer Bird-asl- l,

who arose from his bed snd ordered two
additional watchmen on duty, and himself re-

mained ud for Ihe balance of the night.
Between G and 7 o'clock yesterday morning

tbe three snapeots were removed to other cells
and a search was Instituted. In Fleberkoen's
cell were fonnd three small steel aaw blades,
several tenpenny nails, a long loaf of rye
bread, and wrapped up In a bed blanket was
a wrought-lro-n leg, two feet In length, wnlca
had been wrenched off from the coU A hole
In the center of tbe loaf of bread Indicated
that the sawa aud other articles bad been
amnggled in by that means.

1 he Iron bsra of the cell door had been tawed
through ao that they could be easily wrenched
off. 1 ne apertures made by the aaw had i.een
neatly alien In with eoap aud blackened to
avoid detection.

In cell s was discovered two small atsel aaw
blades, a small Iron aaw frame and a wooden
chair leg concealed under the bed. One Iron
bar In tnla cell had been nearly aawed off.

Jailor Blrdsall relieves that mere were at
leaat two other prisoners concerned In Ihe plot,
wnlch It la thought was Intended to be carrltd
out yeaterday or thla morning, and aa Felber-
korn bad provided himself with a formidable
weapon. In the anape of the Iron bar, It ia be-

lieved that they wonld not havo hesitated at
murder to accomplish their purpose.

Mr. Schults was seventy-fiv- e years
old. He was born at Hyde Park, near
I'oughkeepsle. His father was a tan-
ner, and young Schults learned tbe
same trade, and later became one ot
the heavy men of " the ewamp" in
thla city. His firm, Schults, Innes A
Co., still does business at 111 Cliff
street.

Iu the overthrow ot the Tweed regime
Mr. Schults took a prominent part.
He was one of the famous Committee ot
Seventy, and largely through his efforts
was the arrest of Tweed brought about.

President Grant appointed Mr. Schults
Commissioner to the Vienna Exposi-
tion: he was a member of the Chamber
of Commerce, a Governor of New York
Hospital, member of tbe Board of
Health, director of the Park Bank,
once President ot the Union League
Club, member of tbe Iteform Club. He
never ran for any political office.

Mr. Schults accumulated a large for-
tune, and was the father of eight chil-
dren, one eon and two daughters sur-
viving htm. His funernl will tnke place
Thursday morning, from All Souls'
Church, Madison avenue and Sixty-sixt- h

street.

Bricklayers belonging to tbe Inter
national Union early thla morning vlalted their
respective Jobs snd signified their determina-
tion to henceforth cease working with mem-

There aecma to be no doubt that the Interna-
tionale are In the ascendancy In point of num-

bers, which have bean materially swelled by
