*«When the strikers entered my shop ™ said
Greenbasum, *‘some of them began breaking
the sewing machines, and one of them pleked
up Willle by one leg and poured vitriel on
bim. He then threw the boy back ou the
table, and his mother picked him up snd ren
into the kitchen with him. This man had
anocther bottle, which I smaeshed waett he came
iato the room. He threw more vitriol afier
my wife as ahe ran out of the room. *

UNION MEN BAT THENE WAR NO VITRIOL

Walking Delogate Morris Cohen of the Cloak-
makers’ Unloa, gives this version of the affuir:

** A number of men, some of whom were
members of our nulon, went to Gresabanm's
workshkop, and whils ibere becamne sngsred In
a Nght with soms of Greenbaum's employees,
in the course nf whieh Mr. Greenbaom's four-
yoar-old child fell from a table agalnst & stove,
eansipng 1t to be alightly burned,

ssMr, Gresnbaum himself will verify this
statemont, and will also bear me out ln my
armertion shat there was mo vitriol used, let
dlome thrown, Iknow that if thess men bad
the money it would go for remt or bread far

ORDERA TO THE UNION,

ouns refisction on Lhe eutire union, it becomes
my duty to lssne the following order:

Io the set of throwing vitriol, or usiag say
weapon of asasult, or upok whose person at
sny time vitnol or weapons are found, will be
expelled from the Union at onen ™

In the ocase of Morris Marx, who

SPATTERED BY VITRIOL.

Mra. Greonbaum B8tates That Her
Ohlld Was Not Purposely Burned.
[APECIAL TO THR ETENITNG WORLD. Y

by Herman Greenoanm that one of the rioters
who sacked bis shop seimed hia four-year-old
son, Willle, nodd, holding him up by one leg,
poured vitriel over him, ls not borne ont by the
slory Mra Greenbanm told an EvexNivg WonLp
reporier Lhls morninm.
Mra. Greenbanim says she was standing out.
side the house, near the front window, when
the mob enterad and saw all that was done,

‘'My ohild," sald sbe, *'was aliting on a
table playing when the Iniruders began thelr
work of destruction.

They first demolwhod the machines, then the
ohairs, and fisally the lable on whioh Willle
sat. One of them picked the hoy up and threw
him uoder the tnble, with great fores, 1 den't
know whelber he ook hold of bim by the leg
or tha arm.

*‘Then 1 saw one of the men throw vitriol
over the work lying on the benches, and some
of the Anid fell on the boy's hand and face "

The ehild's lefi hand and Whe skin behlnd
the ear was badly barned.

Dr. P. M. Wooda, who attended the little one,
gave it an his opiniop that tThe burns wars
ecaused by viiriol and not by fire, a8 waa
clsimed by the leader of the cloakmakers, who
sald that the ohild was Injured by falling
Agnings the stove,

There appearsto be no doubt that vitriol
was poured over the fuor and & lol of material
Ilylng on \be benches. But In 18l partionlar
alno Greenbium's story seems 10 be exag-
goraind,

The unfinished cloaks, which he sald were
ruined, leck like a job lot of misfite. Nota
plece was made up and no two pleces ware
allke,

Mr. Gresnbaum explained that the resi,
wihich wers not so badly damaged, had been
sont to New York. The goods which she ex-
nibizad look ma If they bad beon soaked In
vitrol, Thoy were no thoroughly saturated that
they foil apart when held up 1n the hand

Greenbaum moved hete from New York tén
days ago. He llved there at 107 Riviagien
ftreet

Tais tunnel wes built with the object of el
focting faliway commusnication between Liver-
pool om the Lamoastiirs amd Birkenhesd on the
Chesmire shoré of e River Mersey and the
railway systema om each alde of the river.

The suthorised tallways of the comtpany
represent 4 total lengith of Bi miles of double
iine on 1o standard gauge of 4 teel Al inches.
The rallway was opetied 0 fublie tramo Fet
1, 1098, a little over alx years from the starting
of the preliminary Work,

When wofk om the tunnsl wid bégun two
shafa were sunk, one st Liverpool 1b feet in
dismeter and.about 170 feet in depil, sud ene
at Birkenhead, 17 feat ¢ inches In diameter and
of fimilar depth. The distance betwoeh quay
walls on the two bahks of the estuary of the
River Mersey, at the points beiween which
the unno! passed under, was 1,320 yards, ihe
distance belwoen e pumpiug shana belng
1,770 yarde.

From easch shafy s drainage hesding wis
driven under ihe river lowards The ocemire.
Toe draiosge Arvangementa resuited in the
tunnel itsalf belag remarkauly dry. Oa ihe
otcasion of the ag tho tunnel wes lighted
by gas, and af whilorn walked
through from ead to end, withou: 80 much As
steing & drop of waler, the only complaiat
belag that it was alightly dusty,

The river tunnel s 96 feet in width, and,
where in Took, W lined and inverted with
briskwork in cement £ feet 3 inches in Lhiok-
nesa. The minlmum amounl of sover belween
the extrados Of the arch aAnd tho bed of the
river Is about 80 feot, and ihe dopth of waler
above at high tide ia 100 feol

The tunnel was carried out by means of &
neiding driven through st all speed, and
nameroos vreak-ups, so thsl st ome Hime work
was procesding from twesly-four Isces, the
wholes belng well drained. Additional shafa
were sunk bolh st Birtendesad and Liverpool
for winding purposes, snd Lhese were closed
upon the completion of the werka

The land tafnels are of similar dimenstons
internally 1o those of the river inanel

The Hamilion street snd Jaines street sis-
tiona wore eXcavated in the selld reck, and
being Dear the river were necessarily at groeat
depih. The ralis at James streel ara 00 foet,
and at Hamlton Square 100 fest below tha
level of the booking halle. The stations are
