He ahowed oonclusively
the economical polioy of his Company
snd the slight regard it has for the
safety of the public. He sald that he had
Wtudied up on the Hoosao Tunnel, but
showed little knowledge of its workingm,
No one conld aocuse a man of Mr, Torcer's
standing of mlarepresenting matters, so the
question narrows down to tho conclusion
ihat he does mot know. And the people
have to saffer for it.

Is it not true that if the Fourth Avenue
Tunnel bad been ventilated and lighted on
¥eb. 80th the disaster would not have taken
place ?

York Central aware of the danger In the
tunnel

Why did 1t pay no sttention to the order
of the Grand Jury of 1863 to light and ven.
tilate the tunnel that no more lives be lost
in it?

Is 1t mot true that engineers take their
traines throngh the Fourth Avenue Tunmnel
with fear and trembling?

Is it not true that the gong slgual, on
‘which during very thick days all depend-
ence Is placed, is often ont of order?

Lat bis answers be taken down oarefully,
becaune they may have bearlug on the cause
of those six deaths. Mr. Tovcey is the
General Manager of the Now York Central
Rallroad, and his fallure to at least recom-
mend the adoption of measurvs for the
salety of those who ride over it, makes him
responsible under that section of the cods
which treats of eriminal enrelcasness,

. PUBLIO VERSUS JURY,

The jury in the triu! of nine Itallans in
New Orleans, charged with the murder of
Chief of Police Hexmasy, handed in their
verdict yesterday. The nequittal of six of
\ihe prisoners was unanimous, about two of
