Expert Opinions on tbe Feasibility ot

Subway Yentllatton

Thoorioo of Somo of Now York's
Eminont Engineers.

Ilonr Smoke and Steam Can be EN
fectually Carried Army.

general Interest lu the engineering profession.

To ascertain the views ot experts upon the
rarlout questions Involved In the lighting and
ventilation of th tunnel, as advocated by Tni
EvcMNd Wonui, a reporter has called upon
aeveral civil engineers and asked their opin-
ion In regard to the practicability of the
scheme propoank

Those eeen wero nnanimoua In the opinion
that under the present system, where neither
lighting nor ventilation Is empliyed, acoldenti
even more shocking than the one of Feb. V)

could not be averlcu.
The disaster showed conclusively that there

waa somethlnc radically wrong in the methods
of keeping the tunnel clear, and that under
lenaln circumstances warning signals are of
no avail ln preventing olauteri.

VEXTIL1TION IS THI FIHST KSID.
Civil Engineer William 11. Uotton, of U

Broadway, aatd;
'Noejetem of ttgcals can work well In a

tunnel unless It It properly ventilated. Where
locomotives burning either bard or soft coal
are passing through every few minutes the
air Is bound to become foul and murky, unless
some artificial means Is used to keep It part)
aud clear.

' The Immense volume of smoke and steam
emitted by a single loomo Ive is sufficient to
choke op up the narrow paastgeway and pre-

vent algnala from being seen by the engineer
ln enarne until be is right upon them.

'So far aa 1 know, the only way ot venti-
lating an underground tunnel la by Immense
exhaust fans placed at Intervals along the
route and opening above, and kept continually
la operation.

"If this sjstem ware Introduced In tue
ronrlh Avenue Tunnel It would be necessary
to close np all the long openlnga between the
blocks, anil only have a small number ot open-
ings, sufficiently large to permit tbe working
of the fans.

"Otr.erwlic there could bs no continuous
current kept up, aud thai la the secret of ven-

tilating underground passageways. Ibare
would have to be not more thon one opening
between two exhsusta, and then the ventlla.
tlon would depend upon tbs capailty of th
faua to move thn air la the tunnel with suffi-

cient rapidity to keep It dear, where trains are
passing through every few minutes.

As to tue lighting or the tunnel, I am sot
prepared to apeak so positively. I regard the
venillullon of the passageway ss the mala
point, and once this was accomplished th
other question could bo aulved by experiment.

"If you could make the tunnel aa char aa
dav by the use of cloctric lights I do not ate
why It ahould not Uasen tbe danger ot acci-
dent."

A NOV XL BCnKlIE FOR VXNTIL1TI0V.
"One of the most novel scheme for tunnel

ventilation," he said, "was reccutly Invented
and patented by a Frenchman. The beauty of
hia plan la that It confines tbe steam and smoke
to ibe- - upper part ot the tunnel and within
narrow limits, to that It la more easy to re-

move It by means of the exhaust tana, and
does not require aa powerful a draught or air
current.

" This Is done by building a this partition,
extending from both sides of the tnnnel hori-
zontally over the track, and high cnougn to
allow the cars and locomotive to pass under-
neath.

Th partition from the two sides do not
meet lu tbe middle, but a apace Is left wide
enough to permit the tup of ibe amokestack to
pass through, 'lhla mutt be higher than thos
lu ordinary use.ln order to carry out tola plan.

"Of course, tbe smoke and iteam from the
locomotive patiei Into the chamber above,
while th lower part of the tnnnel Is perfectly
clear.

"The draught from the exhauat fant keeps
tbe foul air from ilcs- enmug Into the lower
art of thelunac), and at lb same tlruolt can

bo more readily cleared out from tut npper
chamber.

"This Is rather a fanciful Idea, but I do not
aee why it could not be made practicable.

JUDGE BRADY DEAD.

Tbe Father ot the Supreme Bench

Carried Off bj Apoplexy.

Thlrty-fiv- o Years of Service to
the State Ended This Morning.

Stricken Down Last Kvenlng ln His
Fifth Avenue Home.

Justice John It. Brady, of the Supreme
Court and Associate Justice of the General
Terra, dlea at 6 o'o ock this morning, from
the rupture ot a blood veuel In the brain.

lie died at the nanover Apartment-Hous- e,

at the corner of Fifth avenuo and Fifteenth
street, where be bis been living with his wife
since the marriage of his two daughters, a lit-

tle more than a year ago.
Tbe Judge waa In bla usual good health last

week and yeaterday there was no premonition
of his approaching end.

The strode came about 7 o'clock last evening
In hli own apartments and the presence of Ms
wife and bis younger daughter Mrs. Sidney
Darns.

He was attacked wltn vertigo and became
rapidly unconscious.

Drs. Bradley, Learning and Flint were
hastily summoned, but could give no hope and
announced that death was but a matter of a
few hours.

The stricken man lingered on unconscious
and rapidly sinking unill S o'clock this morn,
lng, when be expired.

1 he news of bis demise spread rapidly, and
visits of condolence wero paid by nearly eery
oue or bis associates on tbe bench this morn-I- n

it.
It was with profound sorrow tbat th new

waa received at tbe Court Moose, and all of
the Courts adjourned out ot respect for the
dead Judge, while the city flag were displayed
at half-sta- ff by order of tbe Mayor.

John lb Brady was born ln tbl city ln 1823,

and bad been a Judge tn tbl city for thirty-fiv- e

consecutive years.
John lb was his fifth child of eight. Tbe

oldest was Thomas A., who became an
officer ot the United States Marin Corps, aud
was killed ln the Mexican war, and th second
waa Jamea T. , tb Curran of tbe American
Bar. one ot the moat eloquent foreaalo orators
ot this century.

John atudled law wltb bla father and bis
brother Jamea, and waa admitted to tit Bar
ln 1844. He worked hard and rot tlonly and
aorely.

Cbarlea O'Conor and other great lawyer
noticed tbat there waa a Juiluea of ippre-(tensio- n

ln John wltb which few were endowed.
" He la Just the man for a Judgr, " waa a com-

mon remark among hi brother practitioner
before he waa thirty year old.

He probably felt himself that his talent lay
that way, for ln 1433, when be wat offrd a
nomination for the Court of Common Plea by
the Democracy, he accepted it. He was
elected.

He took his seat npon tbe Bench ln January,
1555, when be waa not quite tblrty-tbre- e years
old. He never tbrew off the ermine since.
When his first term In the Conrt of Common
Pleas expired be wss unanimously.

In 1BC9 he was promoted to the Supreme
Banco, and In 1677, when bla term was xplr-In-g,

he a second time received the compliment
ot a unanimous (lection to the Bench, all par-
ties nominating him and no candidate opposing
him.

These were unprecedented honors. Tbey
navo been paid to no other man ln this State.
Ho one except Judge Brady bas twice been
elected to the Bench without opposition, all
hi fellow-cltlxe- uniting ln his support.

Judge Brady waa a man of flue preaenoe and
engaging manners, scholarly and genial, rank-
ing among tbe city's brightest raconteurs and
orator.

He was a lifelong Democrat. He bad been
for many year a member of tbe Tammany
Society and belonged to the Manhattan Club.

For many years be tilled the office of Presi-
dent of tbe Friendly Son of tit, Fatnok and
took a warm, though not obtrusive, Interest
lu the affair of Ireland. He cultivated lit-

erary taste and wa a favorite in aociety.
Jnde Bradj'a daughters. May and Kath-rr-

were both married tne aame day, the
latter unexpectedly to ber parenta.
