As will bo aeen, this calls tor six pills. Harris
had only given Miss Potts fonr of theni, snd he
produced the other two, which he had kept, to
show that the medicine was hsrmless. If there
was too large a quantity of morphine lu any
one of the pills, it tnunt have'been a hlunder of
the drugglit who compounded the prescription.

These epluuatlons apparently sathded tho
Jury of physicians and dra;glsts, who were Im-

panelled ly tne Coroner on Feb. 27 tn Investi.
gite the facts of Miss I'otta's death, for to their
verdict the) only state that death waa causeJ
by opium poisoning, and find that tne amount
of morphine known to have been In her pos-

session wss notsufllcient to cauae death.
The druggist wss exonerated from blame,

and the general belief was thit it was due to
aome constitutional weakness that so small a
quantity of the drug produced fatal resalts.

Harris wss not present at tho tnnrral, aud It
waa given out by the family that hla absence
was caused by the fear that he would break
down, If he were Dreieut st the services, from
the grief which ho felt at his apparent respon-
sibility for the girl's desth.

It was believed that he had been completely
exonerated, however, by the parents of Miss
Pons.

HEK HCTUElt XVKVt HER iFCItET
Now comes tho strangest part of tho a'ory.
The mother of Mist l'otts knew the secret of

her dsughter'sllle. bno knew thst hir daugh-
ter tud been the lawful wife of voung Ilarrla
for nearly a year, auu that this secret had been
kept even from the gin's father.

The only one of the family who knew of It
bo'ldra herself and tho two young people waa
Dr. C. tV. Treverton, of Kcranlon, Pa., the
girl's uncle, to whom she had at one time ap-

plied fur aid lu I.er deep distress.
The burden of this secret vt as too mucl for

the ,oor woman to tear. She was tormented
with the most dreadful suspicion, ana the re-

fusal of Harris to come forward as lie had
promised and recogniz her daughter as his
wife drove her to desperation.

Mrs. l'otts first secured the evidence of the
marriage in the form of a transcript from the
records of the Health Department.

talned Is unlikely to cause desth ordinarily,
but lu certain luslauces it might, and may
have done ao In Hits Instance. Only a few daja
ago Dr. ltobert Abbey, of 11 West Fiftieth atrcet,
told me of the case of a man who took the
same amount of morphine contained In aeveral
capsulea like I gave to Helen, and whose life
was only aaved after the operation of trache-
otomy waa performod.
