District -- Attorney Inquiring Into

Harris's Guilt of Helen

Potts's Death.

Mrs.' Polts and Dr. Treverton Sum-mone- d

to Appear

Reiterated Charges that the Beautiful Girl-Wi- fe

Was Murdered.

Ilnrrls's Lawyer Backs Ills Denials
nntl Courts a Iaepjul Inquiry.

District-Attorne- y Nlcoll begin to-d- hla In-

vestigation Into the circumstances of the death
otlMen Potts-Harri- wmcb has aroused such
Intense and d Inlereat since the dis-

closures made exclusively by The World last
Saturday.

Mrs. Potts, the mother of the girl, who
Ortnly believes that her daughter's delta wsa
notactldentsl, as was t first supposed, bat
was brought about Intentionally by Carlyle
Harris, the young medical student, to whom
she wai secretly married, for motives at which
she strongly hint In her affidavit already pub-
lished, came to this city from ber home at
Ocean Grove to repeat ber story to the
-Attorney.

Since the Mury was made public there been
some important developments which throw
additional light upon the atrange case, and the
Investigation la likely to bring out many more
tacts.

With regard to the denial by Harris of the
ihargesmaile br Mrs. Potts, the latter declares
that she has lu no way changed her views aa to
his guilt.

She says that at the time uf the Inquest she
went to Dr. Peabody, one ot the Coroner's
Jurors, and urged him to use his Influence to
have the verdict attribute death to heart
disease, accelerated by ti t morphine pills pre-

scribed by Harris, In order to avoid any public
acandal.

In this effort Mr. Potta was unsuccessful,
and she declared that Dr. Peabody at the time
inspected that It was a case of murder, and
told bis suspicions to President McLane, of the
Medical College, where Harris was a student,
ant that It was at Dr. McLane'a request that
she made her arrldavlr.

"I believe that Harris substituted the pill

that caused my daughter's death, says Mrs.
Pottt, "and I am certain that he pri.arran god
tho whole thing. He once told me that he
wlaoed the marriage had never taken place, as
he desired to be free again. "

dant evidence ot Harris's bad character, which
ahc Is going to place before the District-Attorne-

In his denial of tho charges made against
him Harris H strongly sustained by hla lawyer,
Charles E. Davison, who naa teen an Intimate
acquaintance and Irleud of the accuied student
for many years.

Lawyer Davison saya that he knew all about
Harris's relatione with Mlsa Potu. and mat
hla client con.ulied him oi the subject before
his secret marriage. He advised Harris not to
contract snen a marriage, but to wait until he
could get the consent of the girl's parents.

He supposed that Harris h id followed his ad-

vice, but some time afterwards the latter con-f- e

se I that he had married Miss Potts, and
promised to co and tell her parents. When
the mother learned the a cm. It was by her
exprrsi wish that It was kept from the girl's
father.
. "It will be Impossible," says Mr. Davison,
"In my opinion, to make oat a caie agalnat
Mr. Harm; but I would prefer that It should
go Into the courts, ao that his character may
be rehablltta.ed, aa It shall be."

HARRIS'S INSISTENT DENIALS.

Harris hlmseir, who will be rigidly exam-
ined by the District Attorney, insists that the
charges are absurd, and that the mother of his
wife haa been driven crazy by her grief.

He admits that be was arreated for keeping
a disorderly house at Asbury Park two years
ago and was Indicted under the name of
llarkts. He says he did not give this name,
but that It first appeared on the records that
way and the ml.take was never corrected.
His counsel, Wesley n. Stout, advised him to
let it go and say nothln? about lu

Harris also aumlta that there is a story afloat
that he was a drug clerk in Aibury Park In
J8H7, and charges that be then had something
to do with the death of a young woman named
Anna Wlllnms. This charge he says was an
utter fabrication and without a particle of
truth.

He also denies again the charge that be had
performed criminal operations upon hla wife
before she went to visit ner uncle, Dr. Trever-
ton, at Scranton, Pa., and Jeclarca that the
story is given out for the purro.e of ruining
him, and that Dr. Treverton has sworn to ac-

complish this end It he can.
Dr. Treverton, on tne other hand, has told a

correspondent of The Sobli that he haa posi-

tive proof ot the truth of all the stat menta ne
made in his arniiavlr, and that he Is coming on
here with further evidence to produce against
Harris In the conrts.

Mias Whiting gradnaled as a nurse from the
Cong Island College Hospital In lt)83. For the
last five years she had lived In the family of the
Mixes Oil., at 623 Prospect place, Brooklyn,
where she hsd been engaged as a nurse.

Tne Otis sisters were wealthy and befriended
many people. One of the sisters died about
three years ago, and litis Alia, the anrvlviug
slater, at the Instance of Miss Wnltlng, took
into her residence a Miss Nettle Weugenrolh.

It has been noticed for some time that Mite
Whiting had fallen into a morbid condition of
mind and fancied that MUa Wengenroth was
supplanting her In the affections of Miss Otis.

FIREBUG CAUGHT,

Confession by the Gold Blooded

Incendiary Who Fired Brook-

lyn's Tenement.

Bought Kerosene, Started the Flames

and Plnggel the Alarm Box.

Yet Another Incendiary Firo in

a Harlom Tonomont To-Da- y.

Stnrtllnrr. Succession of Now York
Fires Under Investigation by

Fire .Murslnil ailtchell.

The Brooklyn police are certain that they
hate succeeded at laat In clearing up the mys
lery of the Identity of tne firebug, who has been
at work In that city for the past three months,
during which there has been over a dozen in-

cendiary firei.
bhorlly after midnight this morning Capt.

Eason and Detectltcs Kearney and Noooan, of
the Second Precinct, arrested a young man on
hands street, near Bridge, which Is In tne cen-

tre of the locality where most of the fires have
been discovtrid, aud which Is only a short dis-

tance from the big tenement that waa fired
which resulted In the death of six people.

The prisoner, who waa lodged In a cell In
the lower Fulton street station-hous- e, described
himself aa Hugh C. Miller, aged twen'y-tw- o

years, a salesman, residing at 159 bands street,
Brooklyn.

Fire-- Marshal Benjamin Lewis was sent for,
and upon bis arrival he questioned Miller.
The prisoner I'enled that he had anything to do
with the recent urea.

Lewis kept at him, however, and at 5 o'clock
this morning, after nearly four hoars' exami-
nation, the young man broke down and con-

fessed that he had been the author of at least
one the fires which occurred on Saturday
night.

He denied being Implicated In any of the
others, but the authorities are now looking up
hla record.

Miller's conresiion is as follows:
TUB CONrESslON.

"City of Brooklyn, Connty of Kings, ss.:
"On the twenty-thir- d day of March, 18fl,

personally appeared before me, Hugh C. Mi-
ller, residing at 1&9 Sanda atreet, Brooklyn,
who, on being duly aworn, doth depose and
aay:

' ' That, realizing my position and being un-

der arrest by Capt. Eason, of the Second Pre-
cinct, I elre to make an honeat statement re-

garding my complicity with some of the recent
fires wnlch have occurred in this city.

"First, I am not responsible for the Are at
189 Sands street or HI Sands street, neither al
133 Concord B'reet, or anr other fire excepting
one on Satur lay laat at 130 Bridge street.

" At the request ot Fire Marshal Lewis I am
asked to confess to the truth, and iieslre to give
the following as my motive for the crime:

"1 have had considerable mental atraln upon
my system by reason of my mother's Illness,
together with buitness anxiety, and having
my mind worked up by the many recent
llrea in my neighbourhood I waa induced
while laboring under this strain to commit an
act which has brought me to grief.

"I went to the trull store on Bridge street,
neirlligti, and purchased a bottle, payings
cents for It; this bottle I gave to a boy 1 met
on High atreet and gave him 10 centa to pur-

chase some kerosene oil at Brhreng'a grocery,
on the corner of Bridge and High street.

He (aid three cents fur the oil, and I took
five cents Change and told him to keep the
other two cents. On crossing the street the
bottle fell from out my clothing snd broke. I
then went to, I tnlnk, an Italian fruit store on
Bridge street, near Talman, and purchased a
bottle which I recogoize aa exhibit D.

I bought the oil at Meyer's grocery store,
lis Bridge street, through a boy, I paid him
two centa for hla trouole. 1 want to the rear
of No. 133 Bridge atreet. I went In the alley-
way. I saw no one.

"1 then poured all the oil on the staircase
and lighted some paper which I had In my
pocket and set fire to the oil, I then went
direct to Zlpp's Casino, where I remained until
about 11. 30, and after stopping In a place for a
glass of soda I went home.

I des re to state turther that while on rav
way from where I bought the bottle I plugged
the firebox at the corner of Prospect street,
near Bridge, by sticking a niece of paper In
the keyhole. I took the paper from out of my
pocket and recognize It as Kxhli.lt E.

Statlou made no report uf the fire at Police
Headquartera until nearly tit o noura after mid-

night tola morning.
Ten families live In the house. T. U. Mc-

cracken, a boas carpenter, and Solomon Rich,
a cutter, occupy the atattmeuls on the second
floor.

Mr. Mccracken's family were In the parlor
nearly all alternoon, and at 3.30 o'clock they
beard the crackling of flames, and through a
crevice In the door aaw a gleam of light.

Mccracken ran onl and uncovered a nre
burning fiercely In the ba'l. The two bottom
steps of the stairs leading up to the third story
were sblaze aud the woodwork against the
aide wall waa alio burning.

There was a strong smell of kerosene and
the names buried so f.at that It was evident
that kerosene or something atmllar had been
used to kindle tne tire. The flames were
shooting np the stars and had they not been
discovered so promptly a bad fire would have
resulted.

Mccracken put out the fire with a couple ot
palis ot water.
