There W
no arufcisl method of wvenii'ating, and the
nataral ventilation is insuMclent to remove
the smoke, steam, cinders and coal doat
tArown out by every train going through it
and whioh make the tanpel so dark at timos
tbat, consequenily, lights are obscured and
eugineers [ail o¥en to seo the smokestaoks of
thelr engines.

That this condition of aff has existed for
more Lkan oo years, and for \nst leugih
of time It has been known Lo the maasgement
ofthe New York Central road has been posl-
tively proven; for on Bept. 23, 188 a ool
Jislon ook place i1n the tunnel oausiog loss of
life.

Careful invesugstion wis masde &t That time
by both the Coronec's Jury and afier It by the
Grand Jury of New York County, when I was
learned, and the presentment made to the
effoct, that the socidenl was oamsed through
the Fourth Avenne Tunpel nol belng ventilated
Bod lighted, and thal the New York Ceniral
Rallroad mansgement was respoasitie for the
deaths of tbe pecple killed sl that Lume.

The Grand Jury n its presentment directed

The New York Central Hallroad im splie of
this warning has slace that Ume done abeo-
lutely notning 1o make Its tunnel anfer.

On tus 9th of F ¥, 1891, an sccldent,
more serious than the one of Bept o8, 168%,
ocourred in the innnel, Witaln %00 feet of
where the former oollislon had taken place.
In this latter accidens six lives were lost, and
mince this lust disaster, ana in spite of the two
warnioge, not one single thing has been dobe
to remedy the defectsin the tunnel. And the
New York Central Railroad, through its Presi-
aeut, anpounced that it did not propose ‘o
make ihe tunoel lLight untll directed to do so
by the Legslature of the Htate of New York,
and If the Legislatare decided that they shonld
light the tunnel the New York Central Hall-
road wea willing 1o light it

Ten minutes before, Deputy Sherif Whalen
Bad entered the echamber with one of the most

He wus tall, cadaverons, wild eyed and hag-
Rard.  From under & faded brown derby nat
there hung In strings, a muss of lank biaek
balr, streaxed plontifully wimn Aray, claar
down to the ahpalders,

The thin frame was clad in dark garments of
fine material, but they were frayed and wsolled,
And the trousers were sustained by & suspender
Mirap woand about toe walst and Knotted.

When Clerk Welsh called ‘*Alphonse J,
Blephan! to the bar, " this singular creaturs ro-
maved the faded derby and stepped nervously
from the prisoners’ pen 1o & plres Lelween
Willlam ¥, Howe snd Laotel Dougherty at the
defendant'n tabie.

It was young Stephanl, the slayer of the
venerabie jorist,

The morder wos done ln the middle of the
day, May I0 last, and ton montns in el 99 of
the Tomoe morderers’ row, had had Ita elfect
upon the aallow.-faced, hotblooded young
Bpanlard.  He coughed incessantly, and shook

Just bebind Stephani sat an aged snd gray
woman | widow's weede, Bhe was Btophani's
mother, and she lwiensd attentively walle
Asaistant Districh Attorneys Wellman and
Himms and Mesirs. Howe and Dougherty
guestionea cliisens as Lo Whelr qualifcations as
Jurors.

Siephanl might be, judging from appear-
anees, Oty years old, bui his certificats of birth
shows that he s but twenty.lour years ol

The crime for which young Stepham! i be-
lng tried was & brutal one.  Btephani's Isther
socumulated s large fortume In the frait im-
porilag uusiness at 196 and 188 Cedar stroet.
His family consisted of & wite and two sous, of
whom Alphonse, the younger, was & bead-
sirong, \mpetucas youaih, whes ihe faiber
dled.

1o bis will, Stephanl, sr,, left §10,000 1o each
of the sons, the balance to thelr mother for
life, At her desth It was 0 be divided be-
tween the Lwo sons.

Alphonse underiook o manage (he estate for
his mother, bus she disoovered that he was
tarniog (he secuniies 10t cash and depositing
them to bis own ere 1L \

Then ahe calied upon ex-Jodge Heynolds for
advice, and as & resall a suit for an aecount-
Ing was begun ag:last toe son, and an lajuse-
tion wat oblalned resirajnlug him from loach-
ing the mooeys which he had deposited in his
own pame.

Young Stephani was In Earope at the time.
He lmmedisiely returned wn New York, but
whot ha tried to Bod bls mother bo discoversd
thuat by Judge Heyuolis's advice she was In
hiding trom nim.

At 11 o'clock on the morning of May 15 young
Stephani called vpou Judge Heymolds sl his
office, 50 Wail sireat. ‘Mhere was an uply look
abou! bim, and Judge Heynolds waa W
but in an off-tand way direated thal the young
man be sdmitted

bie; hanl entered, closed the door between
Juage Reynol »'s privaie room apd the omler
oMoes, and in about two minuies Clerks Bui-
terly ana Scott in the culer office Beard the
report of & platal,

ushing 1o they found Jo Raynolds t"ll‘
on the fluor, Shol In the atdomen. Siephan
#tood over bim with a smoking revoiver (o nls
hands

Stephaoi's victim died st Chambers Street
Hospital May 20, heviag mede an ante-moriem
Wiatement that Stepaanl shot him because he
utnuu. 10 diveige the whereabouts of ha
maiber,
