LAGfllPPE BEATS ITS RECORD.

It Promises a Phenomenal Daatn Rato

for March In Tnis City.

Thousands of Pcoplo Suflcrlnj- -

Symptoms of tho Slitludy.

Although Li Grippe has made its appearance
somewhat late t the S' anon this year, It does
not Keem to have lost any of Ite e ability
to clutch and lncapa Itale Its victims.

'Ituy are at the preamt time to be num-
bered by tlioui.uJa in New York aud Brooklyn
and It the llgutes furnished hy the Bureau of
Vital Statistics count for anything, the mortal-
ity ot tho pn sent month, dao to pulmonary1
diseases, which Is only another name for La
Grippe, will far exceed the record of any
vluos March In our history.

Last year, alter a two months' atruegle, the
epldemlo reached Its height In March, and In
that month the reoorda show that It gathered
In 308 victims la thta city alone; at least, tbat
waa the number of deaths attributed to pneu-
monia, which, In reality, Is only the last stage
in tne history ot a cue ot the malady.

For the first three weeks of the present
month, the number of deaths haa been reported
at S4S, and It la believed that the record tor
the enure month will shows mortality of at
least 450.

In starch. 1987, the highest previous monthly
record of deaths waa reached. In that year
tne mortality ngured at 876. According to Dr.
Nagle, of the Bureau of Vital Statistic csaes
of pneumonia complicated with la grippe are
more numerous among the poor people ot the
tenement-house- s, although It Is by no meant
confined to these districts. Fifth avenue and
.Murray Hill have fornl.hed many victims for
the lame within the past two or three weeks,
and hundreds more are still In lu grasp.

The microbes of the disease sre lu tbe air,
and when they onoe Hud a lodgment In the
passages of the nostrils and lungs It Is the
nsrdest thing In the world to get rid of them.
Nine out of ten of the colds In the besd whloti
almost everyone la sure to catch at this season
of ihe yonr are really attacks of la grippe, and
unleaa immedMie treatment ia nsurted to tbe
dlseas develops very rapidly.
