The mannagers of thes Now York Central
Rallroad Company bave come to the conclu-
sion that they mustdo something to at least
make it apparent that they desire that the
danger in the Fourth Avenue Tunnel be less-
enod.  They fear, and with reason, that If
snother accldent with loss of life occurs
they could not escape indictment for
bomicide, and that nothing would pre-
went their going to prison. They desire
to shift the responsibility for any ne-
cidents that may happen (n the tunoel
from thelr own shoulders, and with this
in view they bave supervised a bill throw-
ing the responsibility for tunnel rallroad
socidents on the Btate Board of Rallroad
Commissioners. It was presented In the
Amembly last night by the New York Cen-
tral's representative, Mr. Jawes W,
Husrep,

This bill, which s mercly permissive,
was Introduced in order to head off the bill
offesed by Mr. Suvizek, It looks well |
amough st first glance, but closer inspection
shows that it might be of little effeat in
bringing about the reformation sought. |
It @gives the entire control of
lighting and ventilating tuonels to
the Board of Rallroad Commissioners,
which it empowers 1o agree on plans and
to order their adoption by rallroads. 1 st
tho end of thirty days the raflroad com-
panics bave not complied with these
orders, the Commissloners may ap-
ply to the Courts for s mandamus.
There 1 & penml clause (o the
Husted bill, but 1t makes no provisions
to compel the rallrosd corporations to
plead to any indictment found agalust it,
and it it should become a law in its present
shape no conviction for falling to light and
wventilate conld be obtained under is,

A very suspiclous polut In the bill s
that the changes nccessary to make the
Fourth Avenue Tunuel safe could not
be completed in thirty days.  The
courts Lave mlways proven the friends
of corporations which employ counsel
by the year; and should the New
York Central not care to obey any
directions givem by tbe Rallroad Com-
