It will be seen from a perusal ot Us provi-
sions that thla, which la already a law on the
statute books and will bo an effective one In
less than a month's time, like the Hosted bill,
provides that the recommendations of the Hall-roa- d

Commissioners may be enforced by an
appeal to the courta In the natnre of mandamus
proceedings.

The Hulled bill gives no further relief.
The provisions of the general lsw, however,

hold the railroad company to the tallest
accountability, and It la not relieved In the
slightest of any of Its duties, obligations or
legal liabilities, while the Ilusted bill would
shift responsibility for any future accidents
onto the Itallroad Commissioners.

If It were not for the many other reasons
which Tux Evening Would has advanced
against lta passage Asaemnlyman Sulzer ssya
that the faet that there la already thla provision
In the general laws which renders the Ilusted
bill unnecessary, ought to effectually stop lta
further progress.

Nevertheless, It will probably be reported
with the bulzer-Byrn- e bill by the oommlltee,
without recommendation, so thst the light for
th people may be made on the noor of the
House.

Prof. Colin, who Is one of the gentlemen
engaged on the revision of the General Laws
and who was responsible tor the section above
quoted, has examined the Ilusted bill and has
declared against It.

He says that the Snlzer-Byrn- e measure la the
preferable one, and the one whlcn should pass
If the railroad corporation Is to be compelledi to light and ventilate the tunnel.

The law which goes Into effect Msy 1 la
merely permissive and auy ImproTemens to
the condition of the Fourth avenne tunnel
which may result from It will depend entirely
on whether the State Itallroad Commissioners
choose to act under Its provisions,

When that law was rasaed the case of the
tunnel was not In contemplation. The Com.
mlsaloners had been making reports and rec-

ommendations regarding the management of
railroads, but they never could enforce the
adoption ot their recommendations by the
railroad corporstlona for tne reason that they
lacked the proper authority or law.

The section In question was Inserted In the
i general laws to give them such power, and It

may afford some relief from the tunnel
provided the Itallroad Commissioners csn

be got to act under It and If the courts will sus-
tain them In their orders.

It Is lacking, however, from the the stand-
point of the municipality because It allows the
local authorities do ssy as to any new construc-
tion which may be required in carrying Into
effect auy orders the Itallroad Commissioners
might Issue regarding the lighting and ventl-latlo- g

of the tunnel.

Their Uegulatlona More Dlroctora

disaster of Feb. 90 last, and as a result the
regulations promulgated several days ago
were decided upon.

Tie practical working of the tunnel nnJer
theso regulation has Induced the Commis-
sioners now to make some modifications and
chim job In the rales.

r an order Just Issued the Board withdraws
the restriction as toapeed of trains In favorable
weather, the maximum having been fixed at
fifteen miles an honr. The grades In tne yard
and tunnel precludes satisfactory train service
at this limit.

Tne Commtaslon, however, imposes as a con-

dition for permitting greater speed that the
railroad company shall station a man at each
"home" signal, with torpedoes to place on
the rails when the signal Is set at " danger,
and with Instructions to go back on the track
and warn trains following, should any train
become stalled near the home " signal.

A further condition it stipulated for that
duplicate low signals be constructed between
tne tracks, so that both the engineer and fire-

man npon any locomotive passing through the
tunnel csn see them.

By these means it Is hoped to redoes the
danger of trains coming In collision In the
tunnel to a minimum.

HOT NAVAL FIGHT

Chilian Mt Warsbips Driven (rom

Valparaiso Harbor.

Govornment Forts Boat Back
tho Iron Clad Blanco.

Quartor Deck Blown Out of the
War-Sloo- p O'lllgglna.

IsrrrrAL to ths svxiviiia woRLr.t
Sam Fturicisco. April 2. The details ol the

sharp battle at Valparaiso, between Govern-
ment forts snd boats on the one hand and In-

surgent warship on the other, show that It was
a most Interesting contest In Itself, besides
having for the United States some special In-

terest bearing npon our own questions of har-
bor defense.

The combat was opened by the Insurgents,
who sought to blow up, with a fish torpedo,
the armed Government tug Florence This
attack, was made from the lronelad Blsnoo
Cncelads, which steamed bo dly Into the
harbor, but had to stesm out again very
ahortly, owing to the hot fire directed from all
the guns In the harbor forte.

Shot and shell fairly rained upon and about
the iron clad aa long as It remained In range.
The torpedo which had been sent after the
Florence struck and destroyed a big floating
dry dock In the harbor.

The same night a torpedo boat end the tug
Florence stole out to attack the Blanco, The
Ironclad waa not alone, being in company with
the aloop-of-w- O'lllgglna,

Both ships opened a heavy fire and compelled
the Government vessels to return to the hsrbor,
while they followed In hot pursuit.

A heavy shell from tho Blanco struck the
Florence, blowing her entirely out ot the
water, and every ono of her crew ol aoventeen
men was either killed or wonuded. A broad-aid- e

from the O'lllgglna knocked the torpedo
boat to pieces.

The two Insurgent vessels then tnrned their
attention to the forts snd a lively battle en-

sued. A shell from the forts struck the O'lllg-
glna and went clear througn her. Another
snell caused a gun on her quarter deck to
explode.

When the smoke cleared away the deck was
found to have been literally torn ont ot the
vesael and nine men out of the gun's crew
ot twelve were blows to atoms. The sloop
was at once taken out of the range ot the guns
n the forts.

WRIGHT INQUEST GOES OK.

Final Decision in toe Astor House

Suicide Mystery Expected

The Inquest on William Wright, who com-

mitted snlcide at the Astor House, where he
had registered aa "Fred Evans," was

to-d- by Coroner Lew and a Jury.
The evidence presented yesterdsy by Lawyer

George H. Taylor, Jr., of Seward, Guthrie A

Morawetz, the Wright family's attorneys. In
tbeshspeof 'Evans's "clothing, linen, collar
buttons snd boots, with all their tell-ta- marks
and Initials, shown In comparison with oloth-lu- g

and linen left by ltnttlnger and Wright at
Neu's boarding-hous- made a profound im-

pression on the Jnry. There were many Indi-

cations that but little difficulty will be en-

countered In determining that It was Wtlile
Wright who killed himself at the Astor House
on the night of Feb. I

As long ago as March 10 full descriptions of
these articles were printed In the Evknimu
World, snd the Identity of Wright u Evans "
wss established. Bnt the fraudulent Interfer-
ence of Ferrln IL Sumner, who endeavored to
identify the dead man as the mythical George
IL Edgar, puzzled the Coroner's Jury, and a
most Irritating and confusing element was
Introduced.

Tub World, however, hss exposed bum-ner- 's

plot and his house of cards toppled yes-

terday In the hearing at the Tombs Court and
again later In the day at the Inquest.

Evidence corroborating Tub World's ac-

cusations against Sumner was adduced yester-
day afternoon at the Inquest, by Mrs. Sheri-
dan Pltisch and Lawyer W. U. Powell, To-

day, Thb World reporter who posed to Sum-

ner as tho willing false witness "Andrus, '
supplements these proofs with his testimony.

Had It not been for the complete exposure
by The World, the Important action of
Seward, Guthrie & Morawetz, In claiming toe
Astor House suicide's body as Wright's, would
have effectually blocked the Identifier's game.
The attorneys were oonvlnced Saturday that
the proofs which heretofore had been de-

veloped by an EvKHixa World reporter were
conclusive, and they were satisfied tnat
Wright was the Astor House suicide.

Lawyer Taylor to-d- followed the aame
action wbloh characterized his course

yesterday. A new witness subpeensed
waa Mr. Crouch, ot Wealcott A Crouch, the
Seventh avenue house agent whomMra.I'luieh
swore yesterday told her It would be worth
(300 or $400 to her if she could positively Iden-

tify the Astor House suicide as James II. Ed.

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CUT LIVE WIRES.

Dangerous Currents Menace tba Men

Cutting Down Electric Poles.

Perilous Work at Broadway and

BroomotStroet.

Three Gangs Put at Work to Carry
Out the Mayor's Orders.

The demolition ot the poles and wires of the
electrlo light and power companies. In aooord-anc- e

with the order Issued by Uayor Grant,
began In earnest this morning.

Under Instructions of Commissioner of Pub-

lic Works Qllroy. bupU Cumtnlngs, of the
Buresu of Incumbrances started out three
gangs of men promptly st 8 o'clock, at which
hour the electrlo light companies had been or-

dered to shut off their currents In the streets
enumerated In Tnx Evinino World.

The operations could not be carried ou In the
wholesale manner planned yestesday, owing to
a lack of Inapectors who are to have charge of
tho pole choppers. These Inspectors must be
men experienced In electrical metiers, and are
assigned to that duty by the Board of Electrical
Control.

' We could only send ont two gangs boaldea
our regular force, becanso the Board did not
provide us wllh more Inspectors," said Mr.
Cummlngs.

Tho first gang went to work at Churoh and
Leonard atreeu, the second st ilroome street
and Broadway, and the third tackled tho wiles
on houaetopa In those localities.

Notwithstanding thst operations wero con-

fined to afewatreeta, the power currents had
toboahntoff In the whole ot the prescribed
district, beginning at the Big Brldgo and run-
ning north as far as Fifty-nint- h street, bounded
on the cast by First avenue and on tho west by
Seventh avenue.

"Because," explained Mr. Cnmmlngs,
1 'some of the circuits cover that entire stretch,
and the wires on which the men are at work
might be charged. "

The Brush Electric Light Company la the
only company which offered to remove Its poles
voluntarily.

Tne subways along the condemned routes
have been finished for eomo time, and unless
the compsnles have made preparation to lay
their wires in them at once, parts ol the city
will be In darknesa.

The first poles came down st Brosdway snd
Broome street. Polea at Forfy-aecon- d atreet
and Fifth avenne were also removed by
the electrlo company's workmen.

There were Indications early in the day tResf
the order to turn off the currents had not been
In all cases obeyed,

" Two wires apll fire like sixty when we eut
them" said a lineman, at the corner of Broome
and Broadway.. '1 here was current enough
to lay a man ont without any trouble. "

Foreman I. . Danebuum, who baa ohargo
or the gang at this point, ssld:

The work practically began yesterday. We
went over the ground and laid ont the pro-
gramme for The Orat declalve action
taken was this morning, when we cnt a wireat the corner of Forty-secon- d street and Fifth
avenue.

' On this Hue, down to the present point, all
the wires mentioned In the Mayor's order have
been removed.

'The wires were 'live' at the corner of
Broome atreet and Broadway and dangerous."

Here Foreman Denenbaummade a break for
the other side of Broadway where a lineman
waa about to aever a wire.

The foreman had hla hands full trying to
keep the people ont of what he seemed to think
was a very dangerous place.

When the wire came down a Dash of the
deadly enrrent streaked from the several ends.

Wnen this waa safely stored, Poreman

"The Brush Eleelrio Light Company has
been ordered lo make all tneae wires deed. I
suppose they want to furnish Itghr in these
drygoods stores below here, which have been,
receiving thrir supply through these w Ires. "IThe foreman waa very reticent, but In-

timated that the company had been placed lu
a very comprolalng position.

Only for the rnbber gloves that the men were
provided with, there might nave been recorded
a death.

The foreman said that, aa a precaution, when
he discovered the live wlrea he severed them
at the other end of this section ot the line at
Centre and Broome streets. This he thought
Insured comparative aafety.

The work trill be continued on from Broad,
war and Broome o Howard and Pearl streets.
New Bowery, Fulton, Cnatham aquare and so
on. 'the other gangs will prosecute the work
at other parte of the city. Leonard, Green-
wich, Chambers streets will be visited.
