Tba other was
little more tbsn dark closet.

Tne Isrser room wss heaped np wlib filthy,
vermin-Infeste- d rajs, scraps of old Iron and
otber junk, and in the dark closet was a filthy

. mattress on the floor.
Dot Kerry Kate, thongn she bad done noth-

ing tn twenty years to earn any money, was as
regular with her 17 rent for theae two rooms as
waa the flrat of the month In coming round,
and the two policemen remained behind, wben
the ambulance drove away with the protesting
old woman, to search the place.

Tbey tossed and tumblod the rags and June
at ont for three bonrs, and when they bad done
they were black with dirt and grime) bnt they
had discovered tbat which would moke a foun-
dation for a romance.

In the miserable old mattress wblch bad
been Kate ltoche's bed, they fonnd a veritable
gold mine.

Bere was a atrip of yellow flannel, like a
belt, only that It was ten feet long. It wss
about two Inches wide, and was carefully
ewed together. Inside tbls belt were 1W gold

pieces. Tbey were English sovereigns and
American ts gold jleces, all bearing dates be-

tween 1M0 and 1817.

Tbe eyes ot the policemen grew big in aston-
ishment wben tbls belt was lennd, bnt they
continued their sesreb of tbe rooms, aod
presently they found a bundle tied tip In an
old handkerchief. -

Tbls bundle contained two bank books. One

The account was opened June S3, 1663 and
closed with a debit of t4 drawn Feb. 11. ltttl,
leaving a balance due "Daniel iloche or
Niece, "of II, 312.

Hanging on the wall of thie dsrk closet wss
on old and colorless flannel skirt, which looked
ss if It had been dragged in tbe gutter.

An old tin tomato can, apparently tossed Into
a corner of tbe room, waa fonnd to contain
coin and greenbacks to the amount of tuo.
