Another particular in which tbo Coggeahall
bill differs from the Busted measure Is la sec.

the Ahearn bill oa that Committee pretty effec-
tually, and there la little prospect of other
tban the Coggeihall bill passing the Senile.

VENTILATION IS NEEDED.

Lights In tbo Tunnel Insure Safety
Only on Clear Days.

The fact that tbo New York Central Railroad
officials have finally been brought to a realizing
sense of the danger arising from the operation
of the Fcuri h Avenue Tnnnel without adequate
lighting facilltloa Is shown by the steps which
are now being taken to give tot electric-lighti-

system a practical teat.
President Cbauncey M. Depew admits that It

would be a grrat safeguard sgalnit accidents
It the tunnel conld bo properly ventilated and
lighted, and kept la that condition.

"It la true," he Bays, "that wo ire train g
the experiment of lighting the Fouith Avenue
Tunnel by electricity. I gave the order to tnla
effect some time ago, and we are now ready to
test the efficacy of the system.

'We have Strang a line of Incandescent
limps In one section of the tunnel, and are
going to give them a thorough trial.

"It they are found to work aatlafactorlly
they will be used throughout the entire tun-
nel."

The experiment referred to by Mr. Depew is
to be made in tae western aectloa of the tunnel,
between Flfty-nlnt- h and Ninety-thir- d atreeta,

hla side tunnel Is now lighted only by narrowII openlnga in tbe brickwork whlcn
the side section from tne main tnnnel.

These openings are not Intruded, however,
o much for lighting purposes, tor it la very

little daylight that can penetrate them from
the opening! in the main central tunnel, as for
Elvinir an ootlet to the smoke and steam from
the locomotives and preventing the air from
becoming utterly font and poisonous to

In the tralna paaalng through it.
These experimental Incandescent lamps have

been sauir about three and a half feet above
the track, and are placed a: a distance of 123
feet from each other on alternate sides of the
of the tunnel section.

Each lamp is of forty-cand- le power and Is
provided with a reflector, which throwa the
1'Shl forward and prevents It from belog seen
bj the locomotive engineers and nremen, thus
avoiding all daaallng effects. The light la thus
diffused throughout the tunnel In such a way
lhat it will not be too bright to dim the llgbta
In too danger signals of the block ayatem and
ihus render them nselesa.

Mr. Dcpew'a opinion of the efflclenoy of this
ysiem given In advance of a practical test of
