Aaatttant Diatrlct. Attorney John D.Uudsay.
ts tno author ot a bill, which ha been Intro-
duced In the State Senate by Mr. Ives, which
will radically amend tne code of Criminal
frocednre with relerenc to th arrest and
commitment of foxltlre criminals trom other
Stales.

The amendments provide that a warrant
