Its Third Crazed Victim Throws Him-

self from a FHth-Sto- rj Window.

Louis Wllholm'a Wifo Finds Him

Dying on tho Sidewalk.

crazed with delirium from "grin," Loula
Wllhelra early this morning threw himself out
of the window ot his apsrtmenta on tne top
floor of the y tenement, Ml First
avenue.

He landed on the sidewalk, sixty feet below.
He was terribly crushed and mangled by the
fall and aled within an hour at Bellevue Hos-

pital, whither he waa removed.
Wllnelm, who was thlrti-sl- x years old, was

Thinking he was all right In his mind
again, and that It was safe to leave him, the
poor woman started downsta rs to get what he
wanted.

Wllhelm watched his opportunity. Ills wife
was only half way downstairs when he
Jumped out ot bed, raised the window and
threw himself headlong Into the street, land-In- g

on his side.
Ilia head and skull wera crnshed and the

bones In his body broken and mangled.
just as Wllhelm's body alruck the sidewalk

his wife opened the street door.

He had the "grip," reaulllog from a
cold csnght at a masquerade ball. He Jumped
out ot a window at his home In Eaat Forty
aeoond street, and waa killed.

The next waa that of John Fitzgerald who
sprang from the window at 100 Norfolk street
on Satnrday.

RAZED BY FIRE.

Elizabeth's Finest Buildings Destroyed

by Flames y.

Post Offico.Arcado and National
Bank Burnod Out.

No Tjtves Were Ltoat, but Many
I'coplo Were Injured.

Elizabeth, N. J., April 13. This city has
suffered the moat diaaatroua fire In lta
history. The Atcade, the 1'ost.omce, the
First National Hank building and several
storea aro all In ruins and the lota will amount
to not leaa than 1 1,000.00a

Fortunatily no Uvea have been lost, though
there have been many thrilling narrow
esc i pes.

The are broke out about 10. 80 o'clock, and
raged fiercely for four hours. It originated from
the upsetting of a pot ol varnish wnlch wss
heme heated on a small stove In L. II. Chew's
picture gallery, in the " Arcade, " the finest
building ot tne city.

The Areacie was owned by
Clark, snd In It wero located the
Flrat National Dank, Third Regiment a,

Conservatory of Muaio, District
Court, Tubba A Harris's storej. Irwin's coal
oRlce.The National Fire and Marine lusnrance
Companr, New York nnd New Jeraey Tele,
phone Exchange, and a acore ot other ottloes.

The Arcade waa aoon enveloped In (lamis,
but It was hoped that tho bank would be saved,
owlug to the d rcctlon of the wind.

The Are quickly extended to Faulk's bond-
ing, and to Horn's confectionary store, and
began working towards Jersey street.

Tho extent of Ihe Ore seemed to paralyze the
Fire Department, and aid waa telegraphed for
to Now ilrunsw.uk and Newark.

The flames destroyed the system
located in the telephone rooms before a general
alarm could be sent out.

The end ot the Arcade, where the First
National Dank and National Flro Inaurance
Company were located, waa of brick and the
walls were supposed to be fireproof. Hut the
root of the bank building soon caught Are and
the bnlldtng waa aecn to be aooind.

At noon the flremon Beemed to have partly
checked the progres.of tho flames to the south-
west, 'the west wall of the Arcade tumbled
ovtr on ltrau'a Hotel, partly crashing the roof.

Englue No. S was wrecked on Us wsy to the
Ore.

At 11.30 tho Are was burning rlercelr, but
seemed to be slackening somewhat. Faulks A

Kuan's were deemed to bo saved, but the upper
part of the First National U ink building waa
all ablaze Inside, and the tiro was working
downward to the bank.

lloae had been laid acroaa the tracks of the
l'ennsylvanla Itallruad, completely blocking
travel on that road since 11 o'clock.

Several buildings on the opposite side of
llroad street and on West Grand atreet caught
Are, but the flames were put out.

There were many thrilling eaoapes from fall-

ing walla.
The female operator! In the telegraph once

had a olose call for their Uvea, aa the place
waa directly over the picture gallery where the
Are began. The flames burst through the floor
of tho telephone ortlce ao quickly that the girls
had no time tn get their hats and wraps, but
ran Into the atreet Just aa they were.

The post-offl- Is totally destroyed, but the
malls were gotten out sjfely, while the money
and stamps are In the safe. The office waa to
bedeolared ' first class " Jnly L,

The Aroade was six stories In height, and
the most Imposing build ng In the city. It
alone cost I1B0, oou.

Englue No. 10 ot Newark, arrived abont 1

o'clock and began work.
Intense excitement prevailed throughout Ihe

city, and thousands of people surrounded the
burning buildings.

There seemed to be a scarcity of water,
which placed the firemen at a great e.

It la impossible at thla hour to get any accu-
rate estimate of Ihe losses, but It Is probsble
that the total will considerably exoeed 11,000,-00- 0.

At 3 o'clock the fire was subdued.
Everything in tho except a few
