Lewis was too 111 to attend the trial and
teatify.

He says in Ms affidavit that Smith and hit
friends CIIHiple and the Mewart woman were
drinking together In the wine room of the
BJloon early In the evening.

About 9 o'clock he heard a rap on the outer
door, and going out saw lira. Smith, she
ased for her husband, and he sent her around
to the private entrance on One lluudred and
ThIrly-tllt- b atrecU

He saw Smith go out by the back door, and
after being absent about twenty mlnutea he
returned, and spent the rest of the evening
with hla companions.

They had aeveral rounds ot drinlB after
that. la answer to some Inquiries put by
Lawyer Grant at the time the deposition waa
taken I ewts said that on the evening of Janu-uij- 'i

Mrs. smith again came to his saloon lo
ask for her bnsbaud, and repeated her visit on
January 4.

On both or these occasions Mra. Smith ap-

peared to be to good health and showed no
ot any of the Injuries alleged to have

been inflicted by her husband,
Lewis sworo that ane had no bandage around

her head uelther time that He saw her. He
said he knew Mrs. Smith very well by sight,
aud used to see her often.

Henry J. llagan, a brother ot Mrs. buiitti,
was called aa the tlr&t witness, and he merely
testified to t iking charge nf some of the things
lu Mrs. Smith's house after her death.

At the :ros examination by Lawyer Oram
tho witness admitted that he had had some
quarrel with Smltn, but said that it had oc-

curred several years ago.
Lawyer Urant tiau recalled Johnnie Smith,

the son of the accused man. In
order to him on the testimony
which he gave against his father yesterday.

Fasselt Committee's Costly Report

Presentel ia the State Senate.

No Startling lMjclo-urp- a of Corrup-
tion In New York'a City

Government.

The in 01 1 frequent expressions litarJ about
town In iclstlon to the report ot lhe
Faaiett Cities investigating Commute, pre.
sented yesterday in the Senate at Albany and
summarized In the Sporting Edition of Tim
Kvenivq Would, are that It ls,a dliarpointlug
document.

"Mr. Ivlns did not prove New York tobe
auch a sink ot corruption after all," said a
prominent Republican leader, who had Juit
finished the perusal ot the report.

'lhe document prcsemod by Ml. Fassett
comprised 100 printed octavo pages, and the
cnncluiloDB of tlio llepulllcan majority r.re
crystsllzed lu eleven bills, which the Leglsli
tore Is asked to enact for the promotion of
municipal parity.

Senator Fassett, In hU remarks when pre-

senting the report. In the clearest Pickwickian
atyle, aaiured the Senile that the report waa
essentially free from political bias; that 11 was
devoid ot personality or seiiiitlonallsm; that
thedellbetatlonsof the commitlee were with
out acrimony. However, he naively added,
the signatures of the Demociatlc members of
tho commitlee wero wauling; they did not
agree with the conclusions of the Republicans.

The Committee has been a costly one, Mr.
Fasiert admits. The stenographers hill Is over
110,000, and that of nr "expert" tlJ.ono.
Mr. ivins's bill has not been prerentcdyet, and
theSenatoracsn only conjecture what amount
Tf 111 be deemed adequate compensation by the
Inquisitor.

Ilrletly stated, tho glat of the conclusions and
recommendatlona of toe Republican majority
of the committee Ilea In the proposed constitu-
tional amendment providing for enlarged Juris-
diction of the Legislature over the affairs of
cities and providing for the government of cit-

ies throughout the State under general laws.
This propoaed amendment would prohibit spe-

cial charters for any cities, regardleei of com-

mercial or geographical environment.
Financial reports from each city, to be made

annually to the State Comptroller and by him
tabulated for legislative Information, is another
measure urged aaof great Importance by the
majority of the Committee.

Ith regard to the investigations of the com-

mittee in this city, the report sayaoue year is
Insufficient time for auch Inquiry. It recom-
mends, however, radical changes lu the Tax
Department; these muat nteeaaarlly be con-

tingent, though, npon changea In the general
tax lawa of the State.

The Excise Department la raked fore and
in. Tne taw la, la tue words of the report,
"a dead letter, and ita execution a formal
hnmbug." Twelve closely printed pages of
the report are devoted to this topic.

Mayor Grant la held responsible for the fail-

ure to clean the streets. A bill la ssbmttted
framing a commission to revise and codify
the ordinances. Tho Hoard ot Aldermen
should be abolUOed, or greater legislative
powers conferred npon it. New powers are
urged for the Dock Hoard. Generalities are
reported concerning the Department of Chari-
ties and Correction The Fire Department
la commended as efficient and

It Is a sonrce of regret, says the report, that
the Commissioners of Accounts are unable to
uneartn frauds.
