He was William A. Dawson, son of

170 Alexander avenue. He wai found dead at
5.30 o'clock this morning in the area of the
Htotm King Hats, 227 Kast One Hundred and
Twenty-sixt- h street. Ills sknll had been frac-
tured, cither by a fall or a blow. An Investi-
gation only will decide which,

(Annie Goodwln'a friend.)

Dawson had been attentive to the sprightly
Uadle for some time, lhey were on very
friendly term, and it waa Bald that Ihe two
were engaged to he married. This Is confirmed
by the girl herself. He was considerably older
man ane, he being past tnuty years of age.

Bo far as is known Sadie Is the last person
who saw Dawson alive. Uer story is that she
accompanied blm to the theatre laat nljht.
They returned to the Storm Ring at a late
hour and remained for a tlma chatting npon
the stoop. Then she kissed him good night
and went into hi r flat, while he walked away.

After ahe bad left Dawson, badle says, ahe

remembered that, early In the evening, ahe

had given him her pocketbook for safe keep-

ing and be had not given it back to her. Then
she met some one, whom she does not stale
other than that it was a friend of Dawson, and
sent word to her lover by this friend to return
her pocketbook.

That was ail the girl knew about the oase,
she said, until ahe learned of Dawaon's death
thla morulng. Uer supposition was that the
mend had seen and spoken to Dawson about
the pocketbook, and he, fearing ahe might
think he had carried It off Intention ally, had
returned, and trying to climb up to tap on her
window, had fallen and met bla death.

In her opinion It would have been the nat-

ural thing for him to do, as her room wsa on

the flrat floor.
Corroborating the girl's story is the fact tnat

her pocketbook was found la the dead man's
pocket.

Dawson was found by Frank Cullom, a ten-

ant on an upper floor, lie summoned the
police, and an ambulance surgeon, who was
called at once, found that the man waa quite
dead, hla sknll having been crushed In at the
back of the Dead.

The distance from the stoop to the area
pavement where he lay la only aoout three
foet, and the police Incline tc the theory that
lus Injuries were caused by a blow from some
bluut Inurnment rather than by falling aa
short adls'aucc.

Houndsman Haier, of Ihe Twenty-nint- h

h .a been detailed to make a thorough
Investigation.

It Is not known whether young Dawson had
anyenewles who might have attacked him,
either through Jealuuiy of Sadie's favor or from
other causta.

Sadie baa not been arrested.
A motive has been discovered for an attack

upon Dawson by highwaymen, or some thief
who wai cognizant ol the circumstances.

Dawson had been au employee ol the De-

partment of I nolle Works, but was removed
about a year ago. He claimed lhat his dis-

missal was llleual, and brought suit for the
salsry whiol would have come to Mm,

Ho gained tne suit, judgment having been
given lu his favor only yesterdsy, lor about
11,40(1 borne person, knowlog tbcao facta
might have supposed that he had been paid
the money, and judging that he would have It
upon hla person, may have followed him aud
struck him down to rob him of It.

'J lie Coroner will make an autopsy late this
afternoon to determine tne cause of destu,

200 HOMELESS.

Two Score Families Driven to the

Street by This Homing's Fire.

Post-Offl- co Station C Destroyed,
But tho Mails Woro Saved.

Scene of Ruin on Abingdon Square,
Dank. Greenwich and Hud.

son Streets.

A mass of smoking, smouldering ruins, cov-

ering tho entire southern half of Iho block
bounded by Abingdon square, Dank, Green-
wich and Weil Twelfth streets, tells tne story
this morning ot one of the most dlsaitrous Ores
that has visited New York In many years.

The burned struotures comprise tho Wilson
Unllillng, a seven-stor- y edifice, having a front-ag- e

of 100 feet on Abingdon Hquare and 15.1

feet on Greenwich street, and covering ihe
entire frontage of the block on Dank alrcet,
and two adjoining buildings ocoupled by It.
Taggart as a furniture storage warehouse, wlln
a froolag ol 00 feet on the squaro snd extend-
ing tnrongh to Greenwich street.

Tho Ore started at 11. 30 laal night, and It waa
not under Ihe control of tne Fire Department
until nearly 4 o'clock this morning.

During the first hour sfler midnight Ihe
neighborhood waa the scene of a very lively
panic.

Numerous tenemenla and private houses In
Uaufc and Greenwich streets were threatened
with destruction when tho Ore was at its
height, and the occupants fled In terror from
their houses.

They left tnelr household goods behind them
In most cases; lu several of the bnlldtnia sll
the furniture In tne rooms ironllng on the
street was destroved, and the houses them-
selves scorched and burned, sud flooded with
water.

TOTAL LOIS, A M1LL10!!.

Thr total loss from the connegrstlon esnnot
be accurately estimated yet; but It la believed
that It will be In tho neighborhood of
11,000,000.

At 10 o'clock this morning there were still a
dozen fire engines working at the ruins, and a
scoro or more ol policemen were on duty keep-
ing back the crowda lhat preased' about tne
scene of the firo on all spies.

Tho walls of the buildings were still standing
in places, hut on Alingdon equare and Hank
street they had fallen outward, and the latter
street was completely choked op with great
heaps of brick and tangled Ironwork.

Tpe elevated railroad strut-tar- In Greenwich
street wss badly Injured, snd no trains were
run over tnat line until late la the forenoon.
