He
now gets the blggeat salary of any baaeball
player In tbe land.

He playad bis flrat profeaalonal engagement
with tbe Mohawk Browns, of Cincinnati, In
1878, and for three yeara continued in that
neighborhood for three seasons. In i860 ha
came East aa far aa Rochester, wbere Ms fine
playing attracted unlveraal admiration and ob-

tained for him an engagement In the Troy
tlub In tbe following year.

Ewlng waa one ot the charter members of
the New York League Club, signing with that
organization In 1893, at the same time with
ltoiter Connor and Welch. Up to tola time ha
had played almost every position In the field,
and It waa hard to tell lu whleu be most ex.

LURED TO BE SHOT.

A Bogus Employer Tries to Mnrdor

Botcher Kraas in Jersey Woods.

Entfcod from Castlo Gordon to
bo Robbod and Kiltod.

llli Wounds Not Fatal 8earcltlnr
for the Would-H- e Assassin.

The victim la a young German, twenty-on- e

yetra old, named Uelnrlch Kraut, who la

lying err 111 at St. Joseph's Hospital In Paler-so-

Irom an ugly pistol shot wound In the
back of Ihe neck.

Shortly after 7 o'clock laat night Honry Wea-

sel and Henry Weed, farm bauds, wero re-

turning home from work through a wood near
Uelawanna, two miles from this place and half
a mile from the Delaware, Lackawanna and
Weatern Railroad tracks.

Hearing groans, they began a search, aoon
finding a man lying In a pool of blood and
bleeding profusely from wounds In tbe neck,
right wrist and thumb.

The ground and grass about him wero all
torn up, giving evldenoe of nit having engaged
In a terrible alrnggle for hit life.

T hey carried the wounded mm to the home
of John Kehoe, netr by, and tent for Dr. Hoi.
Utter, Coroner Young and Harsha! Collins.
Dr. llolluter pronounced the neck wound very
serious, and Coroner Yonng took Ihe tuan'a

statement.
Ue said that be came from Hlberon, Ger-

many, July 13, 1888, and after working aa a
butcher for I.elber Hroa., ill Eait Klghty-tlxt- h

atrcet. New York, he started a butchtr shop
himself at 144 I'.llzabeth atreet.

He had reonntly sold hia ahop for a good
price, and bad advertised tor a chance to go
on a milk route farm, with the prospect ol
hnylug an Interest If It suited hlra, and had

at the employment bureau at Cattle
Garden forauch a position.

While he waa at Caatle Garden yealtrday
afternoon a stranger, apparently
about twenty-fir- e years old, with a light
mnstaohe, and who spoke German muoh better
than he did English, approached Krana and
told him ht had Just what ha wanted In tho
dairy line.

An Invitation to visit the stranger's farm In
New Jersey was at onoe aooepttd by
Krans, who did not even aaz hla com-

panion name, but confidently followed
Mm to Hohoktn, wnare the two look
the 0. DO train on the Delaware, Lackawanna
and Worttra road, Tha ttranger bought two
tickets for Lyndnnrat, where they left the
train, the atranger saying that they would
have to walk tho real of the way.

After walking up the track about a mile, tie
atranger turned off Uroiga the woods, re
marking that It waa a ahort cut to his farm.
Kraus walked ahead.

After they had gotten Into the woods Krana
suddenly heard aloud report and Inatantly fell
to the ground, suffering excrnclstlng ptln
from a wound In his neck.

The stranger had pulled a pistol
and fired a bullet Into the unsuspicious butch-
er's throat. The pistol wat to close to the
victim's neck that Ihe powder acorchtd hla
coat collar.

Aa Kraut fell bit assailant begin to tearch
hla pockett. The truth flashed over the
young bntoher In an Instant, and grab-
bing hla ttaallant with one hand by
the throat, he forced htm lo the ground, and
with the other pulled a email butcher knife
from a bundle that he waa carrying, but ne
had no show to ute ihe knife.

Again the ataaasln'a pistol came Into nae,
and Kraut's hand looted Ita hold on hla pro-

tecting blade.
Wheu Kraut hid been pierced with two more
