" Senator.elect Toby's duel with tha
Philadelphia tobacionist, I'nsoiutli,
while n student at Princeton, of which so
much publicity was given in the papers
all over tha country," reminiscenily
chatted one of Philadelphia's most iliatln-cuixhe- d

vevterdny, y the Philadelphia firm.'itu't by any menus the single instnpeeof
such a nature in tho history of the old
Jersey university, of which I am an
alumnus.

" Wbv, duels used to be quite
went on the Frincetonian, "in

ante--l ellum days. Princeton in those
dnys was the trreat colltce lor Southern
students, ana fiery, untamed fellows thev
nere. Petled sons of rich planters at
home, they had a dozen servants to an-stt-

nt their bidding. Proud, imperious,
hot. bloods . they would brook notbinc
that afftoled their " bonah " from the
more Northerner, and as a
consequence affaire d'hrnnt-u- r ly

o curred. followed by the disap-
pearance for a few weeks of one or both
of tho prinoipals.

' ' I remember one ins'nnce, amine out
of a love affair, tjhe vas the beautiful
Mia Stockton, a relative of the Stockton
of New Jersey. Two of tbene
Southerners fell hopelessly in love with
her. 'Ihey quarrelled. A blow passed.
Tha duel was fixed in Potter's fleld-r- ui
old duelling (.'round. Pistols were the
weapon-)- . Three shots were exchanged,
and one of the duellists fell with three
wounds, one of them being so serious
that it wss nearly a year I efore he recov-
ered. With but one exception, in whioh
a principal was killed, this was the most
vindictive duel fought In Princeton's
history.

" Hut this type of student has long;
